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10-03-2026 The present petition for regular bail has been filed on behalf of
petitioner, Hare Krishna Kumar, son of Mahanand Prasad, who is in
custody since 09.02.2026 in connection with Giriyak P.S.  Case No.
77/2026, u/s. 319(2), 318(4), 336(3), 338, 340(2) of the B.N.S.

Prosecution story, in brief, is that the informant Ravi Ranjan
Prakash, Centre Superintendent gave a written petition at Pawapuri P.S.
in  which  he  has  mentioned that  he  is  Centre  Superintendent  in  the
Center at Mother Teresa High School Chorsua, Police Station Giriyak
in CTET Examination 2026 and the examination was being conducted
in  the  first  shift  on  08.02.2026.  After  verifying  the  biometric  and
Aadhaar card, candidates were found to be correct and were taking the
exam  in  his  room.  However,  the  biometric  supervisor,  Shashikant
Kumar,  whose  mobile  number  is  7552145930,  informed  him  that
another person in place of student, number 118203445, whose name
was  Ajay  Kumar,  son  of  Ramashish  Thakur,  resident  of  village
Chorma,  Post  Sirhari,  Police  station  Khudaganj,  Islampur,  District
Nalanda,  was  taking  the  exam.  When  enquired,  he  kept  giving  his
name as Ajay Kumar. When asked politely and was offered to let him
go, he gave his name as Hare Krishna Kumar. He also admitted that he
had come to appear in CTET Examination in place of his brother. On
these  facts,  Giriyak  P.S.  Case  No.  77/2026,  dated  08.02.2026  was
registered against the petitioner under sections 319(2), 318(4), 336(3),
338, 340(2) of the B.N.S.

Heard the learned counsel  Shri Shyam Sundar Prasad  for the
petitioners as well as learned A.P.P. Shri Sunil Kumar Sinha on behalf
of the State.

It has been submitted by the learned counsel on behalf of the
petitioner that earlier no bail application has ever been moved either
anticipatory bail or regular bail either before the Court of Sessions or
before  the  Hon’ble  High  Court  of  Judicature  at  Patna.  He  further
submitted that  that the petitioner is innocent  and had committed no
offence and has been falsely implicated in this case due to suspicion.
The alleged prosecution story is totally false, fabricated and baseless.
The alleged sections have got no application in the present case. This
case comes under Section 10 of Conduct of Bihar School Examination
Act  and  subsequently  Bihar  School  Examination  Act  section  is
bailable. The petitioner is passerby on the root and wrongly arrested by
the Police only on the basis of suspicion. The petitioner is ready to
furnish the  substantial  sureties  to  the  satisfaction  of the  Court.  The
petitioner has got no any criminal antecedents. He also said that he is
in custody since 09.02.2026. Considering this, the bail petition of the
accused petitioner may be allowed.

Learned A.P.P. vehemently opposed the bail petition.

Heard both the parties. Perused the case record, photo copies
of the part case diary and  other relevant papers,  it appears that the
petitioner has appeared in the CTET examination in place of one Ajay
Kumar.  While  biometric  verification  he  was  caught  by  Center
Superintendent. He himself admits the same. But from paragraph no.
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10-03-2026 20, it  appears that he has no criminal antecedents.  He is in custody

since 09.02.2026 which is about one month. 

Considering the abovesaid facts and circumstances of this case
that he was arrested and was in judicial custody for about one month. I
am of view that the accused-petitioner Hare Krishna Kumar stands
allowed with submission of bail bond of Rs. 10,000/- with two sureties
of like amount each to the satisfaction of learned Lower Court.
