This anticipatory bail petition has been filed on behalf of petitioner

namely Sachin Mishra aged about 36 years, S/o Rajendra Shankar Mishra who is

apprehending his arrest in connection with Neora P.S. Case No.  179 of 2025 for the

offences u/s 316(2), 318(4), 306, 303(2), 3(5) of BNS. 

Apart from pleading innocence, false implication and clean antecedent

the Ld. Counsel for the petitioner has submitted that the amounts received in the

petitioner’s  account  were  being  converted  into  cash  and  delivered  to  the

informant/college by the petitioner.  The petitioner was not involved in any of these

transactions  and  received  no  benefit  whatsoever  from these  arrangements.   The

petitioner comes from a modest family background and is entirely dependent on his

education for securing his future livelihood. This case has been fabricated and filed

with the malicious intent of pressuring and harassing the petitioner.   In the light of

the  above  submissions,  Ld.  counsel  prayed  for  grant  of  anticipatory  bail  to  the

petitioner.  

The  learned  A.P.P.  for  the  State  as  well  as  Ld.  Counsel  for  the

College vehemently opposed the prayer  for bail of the petitioner. 

Heard both sides and perused the record. There is direct allegation

against the petitioner that being in-charge of admission of the college,  has illegally

obtained money from the students in his account through online transfer or UPI

transfer for which none of the students were granted any receipts. It is alleged that

in his manner more than 15 lacs has been received by the petitioner. Ld. Private

counsel for the college has submitted a charge along with UTR number and page

number  on  which  these  accounts  are  shown  to  have  been  received  by  the

petitioner. All these details are mentioned in para 6, 7, 8, 16, 17, 18, 19, 81, 82, 59,

77, 46, 51, 57 of the case diary. Charge-sheet in this case has also been submitted

for  the  offence  under  Section  316(5),  318(4),  306,  3(5)  of  B.N.S.,  maximum
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punishment  for  which  is  10  years.  Investigation  is  still  pending  against  this

petitioner.

Therefore considering of  these  facts  and huge amount  of  money

alleged to have been embazzled by the petitioner from the students in capacity of

admission in-charge and Assistant Professor, it would not be proper to grant the

privilege of anticipatory bail  to the petitioner  at  this  juncture.  Accordingly,  his

prayer for anticipatory bail stands rejected.
