on behalf of Petitioner Shobha Devi who is in judicial
custody since 30.10.2025 in connection with Rajpur P.S
Case No. 150/2025, registered u/s 103(1), 3(5) of BNS,
2023.

Case has been heard and was posted for an
order today. Mr. Omprakash Pandey, Learned counsel for
petitioner have submitted that petitioner is innocent have
committed no offence and has been falsely implicated in
this case. He further submits that the police has already
submitted chargesheet against the petitioner. He is ready
to abide all the conditions of bail. Hence his application
for bail be allowed.

Ld. APP appearing on behalf of State has
opposed the bail application. He argued that FIR has
been registered under section 103(1), 3(5) of BNS, 2023
and custody of accused person is required for
investigation and unfolding the crimes committed by
them. He argued that a regular bail petition on behalf of
the petitioner was rejected by learned J.M. Bikramgan;
vide order dated 15.01.2026. Hence the instant bail
application be rejected.

Heard both the parties and perused the
record of case and material available on record. From
perusal it transpires that the instant case has been
registered on the written application of informant namely
Vikram Kunwar. The instant case has been filed against
the petitioner and two others for the offence punishable
under section 103(1), 3(5) of BNS, 2023. Allegation in
brief is that on 92/10/2025 Pappu Giri , Shobha Devi
(petitioner) and Baliram Kumar brutally assaulted his son
with lathi and bricks. During course of medical treatment
at sasaram sadar hospital, Dipu Giri died.

On perusal of case diary it transpires
that informant in his further statement at para 07 of CD
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and other witnesses at para 08, 09, 10 and 11 of CD have
Contd..... supported the prosecution version of the case. The
10.03.2026 injuries is over the vital part of the body. Para 25 of case
dairy prima facie revels that the petitioner has no criminal
antecedent. The PM report shows the reason of the death
Is hemorrhage and shock caused by hard and blunt
substance due to antemortem injuries. The petitioner is in
custody since 30/10/2025.

Considering the facts stated above,
gravity of offence and death due to antemortem injuries ,
This court is not inclined to grant bail to this petitioner.
Accordingly prayer for bail stands rejected.
