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An anticipatory bail petition has
been filed on behalf of accused petitioner namely
Babudhan Singh who is apprehending his arrest in
connection with Natwar P.S. Case no. 06/2018,
registered u/s 341, 323, 325, 307, 506/34 of the IPC.

Case has been heard and was
posted for an order today. Mr. Ramlochan Singh, Ld.
counsel on behalf of accused appeared and submitted
that applicant is innocent and have not committed any
offence and they have falsely been implicated in this
case due to dirty village politics. He further submits
that charge sheet has been submitted by police and
cognizance has been taken by the learned court
below. The petitioner is ready to abide all the
conditions of bail. Hence his application for
anticipatory bail be allowed.

During investigation,
the petitioner has cooperated with the investigation
hence the petitioner has been given benefits of Sec
41 (A) Cr.P.C.

Considering the above enumerated
facts & circumstances, the prayer for bail of the
petitioners stands allowed.

Let the petitioners be released on bail on
furnishing bail bond of Rs. 10,000/- (ten thousand)
with two sureties of the like amount each to the
satisfaction of the Ld. Court below in the event of
arrest or surrender with direction that the petitioner
shall cooperate with the trial and make himself
available as and when so required and in case of
failure, the court shall be at liberty to cancel bail.

Let a copy of this order along with LCR

be transmitted to Ld. Court below forthwith. O/C is
directed to deposit the record as per rules.
