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O R D E R
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1 Heard  the  learned counsel,  for  the  petitioner,   Imran Sheikh @ Md.
Imran, who is apprehending his arrest in connection with  Pupri P.S. Case No.
393/2025, registered  Under Section  126(2),  115(2),  137(2),  109,  309(5),  3(5)
B.N.S. and 25(1-B)(a), 26 Arms Act. Also heard the learned Addl. P.P. for the
State and perused the record.
2. The prosecution case, in short, as per written application of the informant
namely, Ammar Anwar is that on 14.12.25 while the informant was going his
house by motorcycle at 6.18 PM three persons borded on a motorcycle stopped
him and started snatching his bag with cash and laptop and on protest by the
informant  the  miscreant  started  commtting  mar-pit  by  showing  countrymade
pistol  and  one  of  them forced  the  informant  to  sit  on  their  motorcycle  and
another miscreant sat behind the informant putting piestol. When the informant
reached near Bachharpur chowk, he raised hullah and on this, the miscreant who
has put the pistol aainst the person of the informant fired on the informant but
somehow the countrymade pistol  did not work and got stuck.  On hullah, the
villagers stopped the motorcycle and caught both the miscreants, assaulted them
and  also  called  the  police  After  arrival  of  the  police  the  caught  miscreants
disclosed their names as Md. Sikhlain (petitioner) and Md. Jaid Sheikh and they
told the name of the person who ran away to be Imran Sheikh. On search by the
police, a loaded countrymade pistol was recovered from the possession of Md.
Sikhlain  having  one  cartridge  being  stuck  in  the  countrymade  pistol  in  non
working condition. One honda company motorcycle bearing Reg. No. BR 32 T
6460 was also seized by the police. FIR was drawn accordingly.
3. It is submitted on behalf of the petitioner that the petitioner is innocent
and has been falsely implicated in the present case. It is further submitted that no
incriminating article has been recovered from the possession of the petitioner,
and the alleged recovery of firearm has been made from the possession of co-
accused. It is also submitted that co-accused Md. Jahid and Md. Siklane have
already  been  granted  bail  by  this  learned  Court  in  B.P.  No.  191/2026  and
192/2026 dated 18.02.2026.
3. Learned  counsel  further  submits  that  the  petitioner  has  no  criminal
antecedent and  there  was  previous  dispute  between  the  informant  and  co-
accused which has already been compromised, suggesting false implication of
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the petitioner due to previous enmity. It is also submitted that the informant has
not  sustained  any  injury  and  the  petitioner  undertakes  to  cooperate  in  the
investigation and will not abscond. Petitioner says that he was not present on the
spot.
4. Learned  A.P.P.  for  the  State  opposed  the  prayer  for  bail  saying  that
petitioner ran away.
5. Considering the facts and circumstances of the case, nature of allegation,
absence of criminal antecedent, parity with co-accused who have already been
granted  bail,  previous  compromise  between parties,  this  Court  is  inclined  to
grant the privilege of anticipatory bail to the petitioner. Petitioner Imran Sheikh
@ Md. Imran shall be released on anticipatory bail on furnishing bail bond of

15,000/- (Rupees Fifteen Thousand) with two sureties of the like amount each₹
to  the  satisfaction  of  the  learned  lower  Court  and  subject  to  the  following
conditions:That  the  petitioner  shall  cooperate  in  the  investigation  and  shall
appear before the Investigating Officer or the Court as and when required to the
satisfaction of this Court and further  subject to the conditions as laid down u/s
480(3) of the B.N.S.S.
