this is an application seeking premature release of FDR of

Rs.5,00,000/-.

Counsel for applicant
along with applicant.

This is a fresh application filed upon dismissal of
previous application filed on similar ground i.e. premature
release of FDR which was awarded for her minor son Faizan
Tabrez, for the purpose of purchase of property.

Applicant has filed a photocopy of an unregistered
and illegible agreement to purchase a property, of which
applicant is neither the owner nor the purchaser. First party is
shown to be some Bharat and second party is one Falak.

The main file of the case which was called in
connection with another similar application, shows that in 2017
also applicant had got premature release of FDR on the ground of
opening of a shop. She has orally stated that after 2017 also she
got premature release of FDRs of her minor daughter, however
the same is not annexed with the main file. Ahlmad is directed to
tag all the miscellaneous applications moved and decided after
disposal of the main case, along with the main file to secure the
record.

The fact that the beneficiary of the FDR is a minor who is
likely to need the money for his education and future, the
application is decline as applicant is unable to file any document

such as fee slip etc. to show that the premature release of the
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FDR of minor son of the applicant is required or shall be utilize
for his educational purposes.

Record reveals the vide order dt. 03.07.2015, applicant
was awarded Rs.8,63,608/-with interest.

Her minor daughter Falak was awarded Rs.5,00,000/- with
interest which was to be released on her attaining majority. As
per record, her daughter Falak turned major in year 2024 and as
such, the entire amount along with interest would have been
released to her. As per the application, the property is being
purchased by daughter of applicant Falak however, no document
of utilization of amount released to Falak has been filed.

Clearly the property sought to be purchased is neither for
benefit of beneficiary Faizan nor for his education purpose.
Interest and welfare of minor Faizan would not be served by
release of the amount. As such, application is dismissed as
declined.
