On 24.01.2026, an application under Section 151
CPC was filed for filing amended Memo of Parties by the
applicant through Counsel.

In the original Transfer application / petition Manjit
Dayal is the sole arraigned respondent in the Memo of Parties
and the proposed amended Memo of Parties finds mention of
names of Sh. Shamsher Kalra and Smt. Daljeet Kaur as
Respondents no.2 and 3.

The aforesaid application under Section 151 CPC in
para 3 finds mention that the amendment in Memo of Parties is
purely formal and clerical in nature.

Of course, it is not. By way of application under
Section 151 CPC, the applicant cannot add two more parties to
the Transfer application / petition and in the present form, the
application under Section 151 CPC of applicant dated 22.01.2026
filed on 24.01.2026 is devoid of merits and is not maintainable

and is dismissed.
