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[1] Perused the papers on record. 

[2] The Plaintiff Bank has filed  the present suit against the Defendant for

recovery  of  Rs.8,52,378/-  along  with  interest  at  the  rate  of  14% per

annum. Looking to the record, it reveals that the present suit was filed in

the year 2022 and the same is pending on the stage of summons to the

Defendant. The summons were issued upon the Defendant and returned

unserved with an endorsement of having left the premises. 

[3] The suit was presented for the first time before this Court on 20.06.2025

by the order of Hon’ble District Court, Ahmedabad (Rural). 

[4] Upon perusal of the Rozkam, it transpires that at the time of hearing i.e.

on 03-01-2025, 07-02-2025, 19-03-2025, 23-04-2025, 20-06-2025, 23-

07-2025, 26-08-2025, 10-09-2025, 30-09-2025, 14-11-2025, 18-11-2025,

06-12-2025, 16-12-2025, 30-12-2025 and 12-02-2026,  Plaintiff and its

Ld.  Advocate  remain  failed  to  proceed  further  with  the  suit.  Further,

upon perusal of the record, it reveals that, the summons/notice has been

returned with the endorsement of Left. Thereafter almost 15 months past

adjournments, the Plaintiff has not proceeded with the suit and given any

other application for further action in the present suit. Additionally, while

granting the last date on 28-02-2026, the cost for a sum of Rs.300/- was

imposed upon the Plaintiff and the same to be deposited in Taluka Legal

Services Authority, Sanand. But the said order of cost has also not been

complied with. 

[5] Hence, in view of above circumstances, when the suit is pending without

being prosecuted by Plaintiff since almost 15 months, this Court has no

option but to believe that, the Plaintiff is not interested to proceed with
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the suit further, therefore, the suit is dismissed for default for want of

parties under Order 9 Rule 3 of the Code of Civil  Procedure. Hence,

I pass the following order;-

[1] The  suit  being  Regular  Civil  Suit  No.61  of  2022  is  hereby

dismissed for default under Order 9 Rule 3 of CPC.
