115 Voluntarily causing hurt.
Whoever does any act with the intention of thereby causing hurt to any
person, or with the knowledge that he is likely thereby to cause hurt to
any person, and does thereby cause hurt to any person, is said “voluntarily
to cause hurt”.
Whoever, except in the case provided for by sub- section (1) of section 120
voluntarily causes hurt, shall be punished with imprisonment of either
description for a term which may extend to one year, or with fine which
may extend to ten thousand rupees, or with both.
118 Voluntarily causing hurt or grievous hurt by dangerous weapons or
means.
Whoever, except in the case provided for by sub-section (1) of section 120,
voluntarily causes hurt by means of any instrument for shooting, stabbing
or cutting, or any instrument which, used as a weapon of offence, is likely
to cause death, or by means of fire or any heated substance, or by means
of any poison or any corrosive substance, or by means of any explosive
substance or by means of any substance which it is deleterious to the
human body to inhale, to swallow, or to receive into the blood, or by
means of any animal, shall be punished with imprisonment of either

description for a term which may extend to three years, or with fine which
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may extend to twenty thousand rupees, or with both.

Whoever, except in the case provided for by sub-section (2) of section 120,
voluntarily causes grievous hurt by any means referred to in sub-—section
(1), shall be punished with imprisonment for life, or with imprisonment of
either description for a term which shall not be less than one year but
which may extend to ten years, and shall also be liable to fine.

189 Unlawful assembly.

An assembly of five or more persons is designated an “unlawful assembly?”’,
if the common object of the persons composing that assembly is

to overawe by criminal force, or show of criminal force, the Central
Government or any State Government or Parliament or the Legislature of
any State, or any public servant in the exercise of the lawful power of
such public servant; or

to resist the execution of any law, or of any legal process; or

to commit any mischief or criminal trespass, or other offence; or

by means of criminal force, or show of criminal force, to any person, to
take or obtain possession of any property, or to deprive any person of the
enjoyment of a right of way, or of the use of water or other incorporeal
right of which he is in possession or enjoyment, or to enforce any right or
supposed right; or

by means of criminal force, or show of criminal force, to compel any
person to do what he is not legally bound to do, or to omit to do what he
is legally entitled to do.

Explanation: An assembly which was not unlawful when it assembled, may
subsequently become an unlawful assembly.

Whoever, being aware of facts which render any assembly an unlawful
assembly, intentionally joins that assembly, or continues in it, is said to be
a member of an unlawful assembly and such member shall be punished
with imprisonment of either description for a term which may extend to six

months, or with fine, or with both.

Whoever joins or continues in an unlawful assembly, knowing that such
unlawful assembly has been commanded in the manner prescribed by law
to disperse, shall be punished with imprisonment of either description for a
term which may extend to two years, or with fine, or with both.

Whoever, being armed with any deadly weapon, or with anything which,
used as a weapon of offence, is likely to cause death, is a member of an
unlawful assembly, shall be punished with imprisonment of either
description for a term which may extend to two years, or with fine, or
with both.

Whoever knowingly joins or continues in any assembly of five or more
persons likely to cause a disturbance of the public peace, after such
assembly has been lawfully commanded to disperse, shall be punished with
imprisonment of either description for a term which may extend to six
months, or with fine, or with both.

Explanation: If the assembly is an unlawful assembly within the meaning of
sub-section (1), the offender shall be punishable under sub-section (3).
Whoever hires or engages, or employs, or promotes, or connives at the
hiring, engagement or employment of any person to join or become a
member of any unlawful assembly, shall be punishable as a member of
such unlawful assembly, and for any offence which may be committed by
any such person as a member of such unlawful assembly in pursuance of
such hiring, engagement or employment, in the same manner as if he had
been a member of such unlawful assembly, or himself had committed such
offence.

Whoever harbours, receives or assembles, in any house or premises in his
occupation or charge, or under his control any persons knowing that such
persons have been hired, engaged or employed, or are about to be hired,
engaged or employed, to join or become members of an unlawful assembly,
shall be punished with imprisonment of either description for a term which

may extend to six months, or with fine, or with both.
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Whoever is engaged, or hired, or offers or attempts to be hired or
engaged, to do or assist in doing any of the acts specified in sub-section
(1), shall be punished with imprisonment of either description for a term
which may extend to six months, or with fine, or with both.

Whoever, being so engaged or hired as referred to in sub-section (8), goes
armed, or engages or offers to go armed, with any deadly weapon or with
anything which used as a weapon of offence is likely to cause death, shall
be punished with imprisonment of either description for a term which may
extend to two years, or with fine, or with both.

190 Every member of unlawful assembly guilty of offence committed in
prosecution of common object.

If an offence is committed by any member of an unlawful assembly in
prosecution of the common object of that assembly, or such as the
members of that assembly knew to be likely to be committed in
prosecution of that object, every person who, at the time of the
committing of that offence, is a member of the same assembly, is guilty of
that offence.

191 Rioting.

Whenever force or violence is used by an unlawful assembly, or by any
member thereof, in prosecution of the common object of such assembly,
every member of such assembly is guilty of the offence of rioting.

Whoever is guilty of rioting, shall be punished with imprisonment of either
description for a term which may extend to two years, or with fine, or
with both.

Whoever is guilty of rioting, being armed with a deadly weapon or with
anything which, used as a weapon of offence, is likely to cause death,
shall be punished with imprisonment of either description for a term which

may extend to five years, or with fine, or with both.
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GP ACT SEC.135. Whoever disobeys an order lawfully made under section
37, 39 or 40 or abets the disobedience thereof shall, on conviction, be
punished -

(i) if the order disobeyed or of which the disobedience was abetted was
under sections (1) Of sections 37 or under sections 39, or sections 40,
with imprisonment for a term which may extend to one year but shall not
except for reasons to be recorded in writing be less than four months and

shall also be liable to fine, and;

(ii) if the said order was made under sub-Section (2) of Section 37, with
imprisonment for a term which may extend to one month or with fine
which may extend to one hundred rupees, and

(iii) If the said order was made under sub-section (3) of section 37, with

fine which may extend to one hundred rupees.

«28.It is one of the fundamental principles of criminal

jurisprudence that an accused is presumed to be innocent

till he is proved to be guilty. It is equally well settled

that suspicion howsoever strong ,can never take the place

of proof. There is indeed a long distance between accused

'may have committed the offense’ and 'must have

committed the offense’ which must be traversed by the

prosecution by adducing reliable and cogent evidence.

Presumption of innocence has been recognized as a

human right which cannot be wished away. Reference in

this context can be made to the case of Narendra Singh
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and Anr. v.State of M.P. (2004) 10 SCC 699 and
Ranjitsingh =~ Brahmajeetsingh Sharma v. State of
Mahsrashtra and Ors. (2005) 5 SCC 294. To the same
effect is the decision of this Court in Ganesan v. Rama S
Raghuraman and Ors. (2011) 2 SCC 83 where this Court
observed: "Every accused is presumed to be innocent
unless his guilt is proved. The Presumption of innocence
is human right. Subject to the statutory exceptions, the
said principle forms the basis of criminal jurisprudence in

India.”
