(1) By and large a withess cannot be expected to possess photographic
memory and to recall the details of an incident. It is not as if a videotape is
replayed on the mental screen.

(2) Ordinarily it so happens that withess is overtaken by events. The
withess could not have anticipated the occurrence which so often has an
element of surprise. The mental faculties therefore, cannot be expected to

be attuned to absorb the details.

(3) The powers of observation differ from person to person. What one may

notice, another may not. An object or movement might emboss its image
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on one person's mind, whereas it might go unnoticed on the part of

another.

(4) By and large people cannot accurately recall a conversation and
re-produce the very words used by them or heard by them. They can only
re-call the main purport of the conversation. It is unrealistic to expect a

withess to be a human tape recorder.

(5) In regard to exact time of an incident, or the time duration of an
occurrence, usually, people make their estimates by guess-work on the
spur of the moment at the time of interrogation. And one cannot expect
people to make very precise or reliable estimates in such matters. Again, it
depends on the time-sense of individuals which varies from person to

person.

(6) Ordinarily a witness cannot be expected to recall accurately the
sequence of events which take place in rapid succession or in a short time
span. A witness is liable to get confused, interrogated later on. or mixed up

when

(7) A witness, though wholly truthful, is liable to be overawed by the Court
atmosphere and the piercing cross-examination made by Counsel and out
nervousness mix up facts, sequence of of get confused regarding events,
or fill up details from imagination on the spur of the moment. The
sub-conscious mind of the withess sometimes so operates on account of
the fear of looking foolish or being disbelieved though the witness is giving
a truthful and honest account of the occurrence withessed by him perhaps
it is a sort of a psychological defence mechanism activated on the spur of

the moment.
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PARA-6. Discrepancies which do not go to the root of the matter and shake
the basic version of the witnhesses, therefore, cannot be annexed with
undue importance. More so when the all important "probabilities-factor”

echoes in favour version narrated by the witnesses.

In our view, the approach of the learned Judge in appreciating the
evidence of injured withesses is on the face of it illegal and
erroneous. For appreciating the evidence of the injured witnesses the

Court should bear in mind that:

(1) Their presence at the time and place of the occurrence cannot be
doubted.

(2) They do not have any reason to omit the real culprits and implicate

falsely the accused persons.

(3) The evidence of the injured withesses is of great value to the
prosecution and it cannot be doubted merely on some supposed
natural conduct of a person during the incident or after the incident

because it is difficult to imagine how a witness would act or react to a
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particular incident. His action depends upon number of imponderable

aspects.

(4) If there is any exaggeration in their evidence, then the

exaggeration is to be discarded and not their entire evidence.

(5) While appreciating their evidence the Court must not attach undue
importance to minor discrepancies, but must consider broad
spectrum of the prosecution version. The discrepancies may be due
to normal errors of perception or observation or due to lapse of

memory or due to faulty or stereo-type investigation.

(6) It should be remembered that there is a tendency amongst the
truthful witnesses also to back up a good case by false or
exaggerated version. In this type of situation the best course for the
Court would be to discard exaggerated version or falsehood but not
to discard entire version. Further, when a doubt arises in respect of
certain facts stated by such withess, the proper course is to ignore
that fact only unless it goes into the root of the matter so as to

demolish the entire prosecution story.

“Merely because the panch witnesses do not support the case of the
prosecution, the case of the prosecution need not be thrown over board as
unreliable.

PARA- 10 However, the question which arises is whether the Courts below have
focused their attention on the necessary ingredients of the offence under Sec.
506 of the IPC. One of the ingredients of the offence under Sec. 506 r/w. Sec.
503 of the IPC is that the complainant should have been alarmed by the threat
alleged to have been administered to him. This would have bearing on the
intention of the accused to alarm the complainant. This ingredient has been

noticed by the Bombay High Court in the case of State of Maharashtra VI/s.
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Prakash Mahadeo Mane (supra). There in para 8 of the citation it has observed
under:

"As regards the offence under Sec. 506 of the Penal Code, the learned Trial
Magistrate himself has recorded in order of acquittal on a very sound reason, viz.
that the complainant could not have been alarmed by the so called threat,
inasmuch as he was properly attending the duties thereafter also. The provisions

of Sec. 506, therefore, would not be attracted."”

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The conditions for applying Section 4 of the P.O. Act have been delineated

in the commencing portion of the provision in the following words:

"When any person is found guilty of having committed an offence not
punishable with death or imprisonment for life and the Court by which the
person is found guilty is of opinion that, having regard to the
circumstances of the the case including the nature of the offence and the
character of the offender, it is expedient to release him on probation of

good conduct.........

Parliament made it clear that only if the court forms the opinion that it is
expedient to release him on probation for his good conduct regard being
had to the circumstances of the case. One of the circumstances which
cannot be sidelined in forming the said opinion is "the nature of the

offence.”

Thus Parliament has left it to the court to decide when and how the court
should form such opinion. It provided sufficient indication that releasing
the convicted person on probation of good conduct must appear to the
court to be expedient. The word "expedient” had been thoughtfully
employed by the Parliament in the section so as to mean it as "apt and
suitable to the end in view". In Block's Law Dictionary the word "expedient"
is defined as "suitable and appropriate for accomplishment of a specified
object"” besides the other meaning referred to earlier. In State of Gujarat v.
Jamnadas G. Pabri & Ors., AIR (1974) SC 2233 a three Judge Bench of this
Court has considered the word "expedient”. Learned Judges have

observed in paragraph 21 thus:
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"Again, the word 'expedient' used in this provisions, has several shades of
meaning. In one dictionary sense, ‘expedient’ (adj.) means 'apt and suitable
to the end in view', 'practical and efficient'; 'politic’; 'profitable’, 'advisable’,

'fit, proper and suitable to the circumstances of the case'.

In another shade, it means device ‘characterised by mere utility rather than
principle conducive to special advantage rather than to what is universally
right' (see Webster's New International Dictionary)." It was then held that
the court must construe the said word in keeping with the context and
object of the provision in its widest amplitude. Here the word "expedient” is
used in Section 4 of the P.O. Act in the context of casting a duty on the
court to take into account "the circumstances of the case including the
nature of the offence. This means Section 4 can be resorted to when the
court considers the circumstances of the case, particularly the nature of
the offence, and the court forms its opinion that it is suitable and
appropriate for accomplishing a specified object that the offender can be

released on probation of good conduct.
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
