Provided also that, if oral evidence refers to the existence or
condition of any material thing other than a document, the
Court may, if it thinks ft,require the production of such
material thing for its inspection."

300: Murder Except in the case hereinafter excepted, culpable
homicide is murder, if the act by which the death is caused is done
with the intention of causing death, orSecondlylf it is done with the
intention of causing such bodily injury as the ofender knows to be
likely to cause the death of the person to whom the harm is caused, or
Thirdly If it is done with intention of causing bodily injury to any person
and the bodily injury intended to be inficted is sufcient in ordinary
course of nature to cause death, or Fourthly.If the person committing
the act knows that it is to so imminently dangerous that it must, in all
probability, cause death or such bodily injury as is likely to cause
death, and commits such act without any excuse for incurring the risk

of causing death or such injury as aforesaid. lllustrations (a) A shoots Z
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with the intention of killing him. Z dies in consequence. A comrAits

murder. (b) A. knowing that Z is labouring under such a disease that a
blow is likely to cause his death, strikes him with the intention of
causing bodily injury. Z dies in consequence of the blow. A is guilty of
murder, although the blow might not have been sufcient in the
ordinary coue of nature to cause the death of a person in a sound
state of health. But if A, not knowing that Z is labouring under any
disease,gives him such a blow as would not in the ordinary causes of
nature kill a person in asound state of health, here A, although he may
intend to cause bodily injury, is not guilty of murder, if he did not
intend to cause death, or such bodily injury as in theordinary course of
nature would cause death.(c) A intentionally gives Z a swordcut or club
would sufcient to cause the death of a man in the ordinary course of
nature. Z dies in consequence. Here, A is guilty of murder, although he
may not have intended to cause Z's death.(d) A without any excuse,
fres a loaded cannon into a crowd of persons and kills oneof them. A is
guilty of murder, although he may not have had a premeditated design
to kill any particular individual. Exception | When culpable homicide is
not murderCulpable homicide is not murder if the ofender, whilst
deprived of the power of selfcontrol by grave and sudden provocation,
causes the death of the person who gave the provocation or causes
the death of any other person by mistake or accident. The above
exception is subject to the following provisos :Exception 1. When
culpable homiide is not murderCupable homicide is not murder if the
ofender, whilst deprived of the power of selfcontrol by grave and

suddenprovocation,causes the death of the person who gaave the
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provocation or causes the death of any other person by mistake or

accident. The above exception is subject to the following
provisos :First.That the provocation is not sought or voluntarily
provoked by the ofender as an excuse for killing or doing harm to any
person.

Secondly. That the provocation is not given by anything done in
obedience to thelaw, or by a public servant in the lawful exercise of
the powers of such public servant.

Thirdly.That the provocation is not given by anything done in the
lawful exercise of. the right of private defence. Explanation.Whether
the provocation was grave and sudden enough to prevent the ofence
from amounting to murder is a question of fact : lllustrations (a) A,
under the infuence of passion excited by provocation given by Z,
intentionallykills Y, Z's child. This is murder, inasmuch as the
provocation was not given by thechild, and the death of the child was
not caused by accident or misfortune in doing an act caused by the
provocation.(b) Y gives grave and sudden provocation to A. A, on this
provocation fres a pistol at Y, neither intending nor knowing himself to
be likely to kill Z, who is near him but out of sight. A kills Z. Here A has
not committed murder, but merely culpable homicide.(c) A is lawfully
arrested by Z, a bailif. A is excited to sudden and violent passion by
the arrest, and kills Z. This is murder, inasmuch as the provocation
was given by a thing done by a public servant in the exercise of his
powders.(d) A appears as a witness before Z, a Magistrate Z says that
he does not believe a word of A's deposition, and that A has perjured

himself. A is moved to sudden passion by these words, and kills Z. This
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is murder. (e) A attempts to pull Z's nose. Z, in the exercise of the right

of private defence, lays hold of A to prevent him. from. doing so, A is
moved to sudden and violent passion in consequence, and kills Z. This
is murder, inasmuch as the provocation was given by a thing done in
the exercise of the right of private defence.(f) Z strikes B. B is by this
provocation excited to violent rage. A, a bystander, intending to take
advantage of B's rage and to cause him to kill Z. puts a knife into B's
hand for that purpose. B kills Z with the knife. Here B may have
committed only culpable homicide, but A is guilty of murder.Exception.
2.Culpable homicide is not murder-if the-ofender, in the exercise in gd
faith of the right of private defence of person or property, exceeds the
power given to him by law and causes the death of the person against
whom he is exercising such right of defence without premeditation,
and without any intention of doing more harm than is necessary for
the purpose of such ofence. lllustration Z attempts to horsewhip A, not
in such a manner as to causegrievous hurt to A, A draws out a pistol. Z
persists in the assault. A believing in good faith that he can by noother
means prevent himself from being horsewhipped, shoots Z dead. A has
not committed murder, but only culpable homicide.Exception
3.Culpable homicide is not murder if the ofender, being public servant
or aiding a public servant acting for the advancement of public justice,
exceeds the powers given to him by law, and causes death by doing
an act which he, in good faith, believes to be lawful and necessary for
the due discharge of his duty as such public servant and without illwill
towards the person whose death is caused.

Exception 4. Culpable homicide is not murder if it is committed
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without premeditation in a sudden fght in the heat of passion upon a

sudden quarrel and without the ofenders having taken undue
advantage or acted in a cruel or unusual manner. Explanationlt is
immaterial in such cases which party ofers the provocation or commits
the frst assault.

Exception 5 Culpable homicide is not murder when the person
whose death is caused, being above the age of eighteen years, sufers
death or takes the risk of death with his own consent. lllustration A, by
instigation voluntarily causes Z, a person under eighteen years of age,
to commit suicide. Here, on account of Z's youth, he was incapable of

giving consent to his own death; A has therefore abetted murder."

"'6. Relevancy of facts forming part of same transaction :-

Facts which, though not in issue, are so connected with a fact in issue as to
form part of the same transaction, are relevant, whether they occurred at the
same time and place or at different times and places.

Illustrations

(a) A is accused of the murder of B by beating him. Whatever was said or
done by A or B or the by-standers at the beating, or so shortly or after it as to
form part of the transaction, is a relevant fact.

(b) A is accused of waging war against the 1[ Government of India] by taking

part in an armed insurrection in which property is destroyed troops are
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attacked and goals are broken open. The occurrence of these facts is relevant,

as forming part of the general transaction, though A may not have been
present at all of them.

(c) A sues B for a libel contained in a letter forming part of a correspondence.
Letters between the parties relating to the subject out of which the libel arose,
and forming part of the correspondence in which it is contained, are relevant
facts, though they do not contain the libel itself.

(d) The question is, whether certain goods ordered from B were delivered to
A. The goods were delivered to several intermediate persons successively.

Each delivery is a relevant fact."

acquittals are undesirable and shake the confidence of the people in the
judicial system, much worse, however, is the wrongful conviction of an
innocent person. The consequences of the conviction of an innocent person
are far more serious and its reverberations cannot but be felt in a civilised
society. Suppose an innocent person is convicted of the offence of murder and
is hanged, nothing further can undo the mischief for the wrong resulting from
the unmerited conviction is irretrievable. To take another instance, if an
innocent person is sent to jail and undergoes the sentence, the scars left by the
miscarriage of justice cannot be erased by any subsequent act of expiation.

All this highlights the importance of ensuring, as far as possible, that there
should be no wrongful conviction of an innocent person. Some risk of the
conviction of the innocent, of course, is always there in any system of the
administration of criminal justice. Such a risk can be minimised but not ruled
out altogether."

[14] On reading the testimony of the complainant, together
with that of P.W. 2 and that of the statements made by the
complainant before the Magistrate at Ex. 136, the chances of
the incident, itself as narrated by the complainant raises
serious doubt. In the First Information Report, the story as
narrated by the complainant is that while he was proceeding
near Manu Meghjibhai's house he was stopped by Teniyo alias
Jayesh accused no. 1 and was accosted and attacked with a
sword. In the statement before the Executive Magistrate which
is at Ex. 136. an entirely different version is stated by the
complainant = P.W. 1. He states that he stopped by when he
saw a fight that had ensued between the accused and his
brothers and when he stopped to inquire the reasons for such
a fight, he was attacked by the accused in question. From the
cross examination of the witness, it has come on record that
he along with his brothers were standing trial for a cross case
namely Sessions Case No. 34 of 2006. Even Chiman in his cross
examination stated that they had stopped there as a result of
the fact that a fight between Harijans and the Barots was
going on. Evidently, therefore the story as it appears is that
the First Information Report is at a variance with the statement

that has been recorded before the Executive Magistrate and
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on the basis of the evidence which has come on record from

the testimonies, P.W. 1 the complainant apparently is the sole
witness to the incident, particularly, when the testimonies of
P.W. 2 and P.W. 3 Chiman and Mukesh respectively cannot be
believed and particularly when except for being declared as
hostile, the testimony of Chiman does not support the
prosecution and apparently Mukesh has been declared hostile.
[ 15] The contradictions are writ large in the testimony of the
complainant as compared to that of his son P.W. 2 inasmuch
as the complainant has sought to make out a case where he
stated that when he sustained the injuries in question nd
therefore when his complaint was being recorded he was not
fully conscious and therefore when his complaint was being
recorde he was not coherent in his speech and therefore the
gaps were filled in by his so who was present at the time when
the complaint was being recorded. When o reads the
testimony of Chiman, it is evident that he categorically denies
t presence at the time when his complaint was recorded.

[ 16 ] The cross examination of the complainant has sought to
improve his vers by showing at one stage by stating that he
was not aware that the motorc was burnt, however, in his
cross examination he further indicates that he informed by his
son that the motor cycle was rolled down the slope on an o
road and was subsequently burnt. Obviously, therefore, an
improvement is sought to be made from the version as
narrated in the complaint and the statement as recorded by
the Executive Magistrate.

[ 18] Therefore, when no clear role is attributed to the accused
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nos. 1 and 2 for having carried out the act in question, we are

on the basis of a hunch, of the opinion that the conviction of
the accused for the offences in question namely that under
section 326 as far as accused no. 1 is concerned and section
324 as far as accused no. 2 is concerned, at the hands of the
learned trial judge cannot be sustained.”

Cr.P.C. 1973 "360. Order to release on probation of good conduct or after
admonition.
(1) When any person not under twentyone years of age is convicted of an
offence punishable with fine only or with imprisonment for a term of seven
years or less, or when any person under twentyone
years of age or any woman isconvicted of an offence not punishable with death
or imprisonment for life, and no previous conviction is proved against the
offender, if it appears to the Court before which he is convicted, regard being
had to the age, character or antecedents of the offender, and to the
circumstances in which the offence was committed, that it is expedient that the
offender should be released on probation of good conduct, the Court may,
instead of sentencing him at once to any punishment, direct that he be released
on his entering into a bond with or without sureties, to appear and receive
sentence when called upon during such period (not exceeding three years) as

the Court may direct and in the meantime to keep the peace and be of good

behaviour: Provided that where any first offender is convicted by a Magistrate
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of the second class not specially empowered by the High Court, and the

Magistrate is of opinion that the powers conferred by this section should be
exercised, he shall record his opinion to that effect, and submit the proceedings
to a Magistrate of the first class, forwarding the accused to, or taking bail for
his appearance before, such Magistrate, who shall dispose of the case in the
manner provided by subsection (2).

(2) Where proceedings are submitted to a Magistrate of the first class as
provided by subsection

(1), such Magistrate may thereupon pass such sentence or make such order as
he might have passed or made if the case had originally been heard by him,
and, if he thinks further inquiry or additional evidence on any point to be
necessary, he may make such inquiry or take such evidence himself or direct
such inquiry or evidence to be made or taken.

(3) In any case in which a person is convicted of theft, theft in a building,
dishonest misappropriation, cheating or any offence under the Indian Penal
Code (45 of 1860 ), punishable with not more than two years' imprisonment or
any offence punishable with fine only and no previous conviction is proved
against him, the Court before which he is so convicted may, if it thinks fit,
having regard to the age, character, antecedents or physical or mental condition
of the offender and to the trivial nature of the offence or any extenuating
circumstances under which the offence was committed, instead of sentencing
him to any punishment, release him after due admonition

(4) An order under this section may be made by any Appellate Court or by the
High Court or Court of Session when exercising its powers of revision.

(5) When an order has been made under this section in respect of any offender,
the High Court or Court of Session may, on appeal when there is a right of
appeal to such Court, or when exercising its powers of revision, set aside such
order, and in lieu thereof pass sentence on such offender according to law:
Provided that the High Court or Court of Session shall not under this
subsection inflict a greater punishment than might have been inflicted by the
Court by which the offender was convicted.

(6) The provisions of sections 121, 124 and 373 shall, so far as may be, apply
in the case of sureties offered in pursuance of the provisions of this

section.
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(7) The Court, before directing the release of an offender under subsection (1),

shall be satisfied that an offender or his surety (if any) has a fixed place of
abode or regular occupation in the place for which the Court acts or in which
the offender is likely to live during the period named for the observance of the
conditions.

(8) If the Court which convicted the offender, or a Court which could have
dealt with the offender in respect of his original offence, is satisfied that the
offender has failed to observe any of the conditions of his recognizance, it may
issue a warrant for his apprehension.

(9) An offender, when apprehended on any such warrant, shall be brought
forthwith before the Court issuing the warrant, and such Court may either
remand him in custody until the case is heard or admit him to bail with a
sufficient surety conditioned on his appearing for sentence and such Court may,
after hearing the case, pass sentence.

(10) Nothing in this section shall affect the provisions of the Probation of
Offenders Act, 1958 (20 of 1958 ), or the Children Act, 1960 (60 of 1960 ), or
any other law for the time being in force for the treatment, training or
rehabilitation of youthful offenders."

"361. Special reasons to be recorded in certain cases.Where in any case the
Court could have dealt with,106

(a) an accused person under section 360 or under the provisions of the
Probation of Offenders Act, 1958 (20 of 1958 ), or

(b) a youthful offender under the Children Act, 1960 (60 of 1960 ), or any
other law for the time being in force for the treatment, training or
rehabilitation of youthful offenders, but has not done so, it shall record in its

judgment the special reasons for not having done so."
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"4. Power of court to release certain offenders on probation of good
conduct.—

1) When any person is found guilty of having committed an offence not
punishable with death or imprisonment for life and the court by which the
person is found guilty is of opinion that, having regard to the circumstances of
the case including the nature of the offence and the character of the offender, it
is expedient to release him on probation of good conduct, then,
notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time being in
force, the court may, instead of sentencing him at once to any punishment
direct that he be released on his entering into a bond, with or without sureties,
to appear-and receive sentence when called upon during-such period, not
exceeding three years, as the court may direct, and in the meantime to keep
the peace and be of good behaviour: Provided that the court shall not direct
such release of an offender unless it is satisfied that the offender or his surety,
if any, has a fixed place of abode or regular occupation in the place over which
the court exercises jurisdiction or in which the offender is likely to live during
the period for which he enters into the bond.

2) Before making any order under subsection

(1), the court shall take into consideration the report, if any, of the probation
officer concerned in relation to the case.

3)When an order under subsection

(1) is made, the court may, if it is of opinion that in the interests of the
offender and of the public it is expedient so to do, in addition pass a
supervision order directing that the offender shall remain under the supervision

of a probation officer named in the order during such period, not being less
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than one year, as may be specified therein, and may in such supervision order,

impose such conditions as it deems necessary for the due supervision of the
offender.

4)The court making a supervision order under subsection (3) shall require the
offender, before he is released, to enter into a bond, with or without sureties, to
observe the conditions specified in such order and such additional conditions
with respect to residence, abstention from intoxicants or any other matter as
the court may, having regard to the particular circumstances, consider fit to
impose for preventing a repetition of the same offence or a commission of
other offences by the offender.

5) The court making a supervision order under subsection (3) shall

explain to the offender the terms and conditions of the order and shall
forthwith furnish one copy of the supervision order to each of the offenders,

the sureties, if any, and the probation officer concerned."
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
