PPPP Even if a person is found at a drinking party and he had
a glass with him liquor in it at the time when the raid is
carried out would it not be correct to say that he was at
the relevant time in possession of liquor?

12. While parting with the order, it is to be noted that since long,
everyday, the Court comes across the typical kind of F.I.Rs. under
the provisions of the Gujarat Prohibition Act. In large number of
F.I.Rs., though police has prior information of movement of liquor
including the exact location and/or vehicle number, as the case
may  be,  the  accused  could  manage  to  flee  from  such
place/vehicle,  sometimes,  the  female  accused  also.
