94. Presumption and determination of age.- (1) Where, it is
obvious to the Committee or Board, based on the appearance of
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the person brought before it under any of the provisions of this
Act (other than for the purpose of giving evidence) that the said
person is a child, the Committee or the Board shall record such
observation stating the age of the child as nearly as may be and
proceed with the inquiry under section 14 orsection 36, as the
case may be, without waiting for further confirmation of the age.

(2) In case, the Committee or the Board has reasonable grounds
for doubt regarding whether the person brought before it is a child
or not, the Committee or the Board, as the case may be, shall
undertake the process of age determination by seeking evidence
by obtaining-

(i) the date of birth certificate from the school, or the
matriculation or equivalent certificate from the concerned
examining Board, if available, and in the absence thereof;

(i1) the birth certificate given by a corporation or a municipal
authority or a panchayat;

(iii)and only in the absence of (i) and (ii) above, age shall be
determined by an ossification test or any other latest medical age
determination test conducted on the orders of the Committee or
the Board; Provided such age determination test conducted on the
order of the Committee or the Board shall be completed within
fifteen days from the date of such order.

(3) The age recorded by the Committee or the Board to be the age
of person so brought before it shall, for the purpose of this Act, be

deemed to be the true age of that person.

37.) The Supreme Court, in the case of Mohd.Igbal M.Shaikh
v. State of Maharashtra, in AIR 1998 SC 2864, has held as
under :

"19. We are quite aware of the principle that in
a country like India where it is difficult to find
witness who has not made any embellishment
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or exaggeration, and therefore, in such case
Court would be justified in separating the chaff
from the grain and then act upon the grain. But
where the evidence consists of only chaff as in
the present case, question of separating chaff
from the grain would not arise. Then again
when all the eye-witnesses suffer from the
same infirmities as has been discussed by us,
question of one corroborating the other would
not arise. If a witness is partly reliable and
partly unreliable then one may look for
corroboration to the reliable part of the ocular
version of a witness. But if a witness wholly
unreliable as has been assessed by us, the
question of corroboration does not arise. It is
no doubt true that the incident with which we
are concerned in the present case was a ghastly
one and on account of communal frenzy
several people belonging to one community
were burnt alive by some others but unless and
until the prosecution evidence conclusively
established those others, as the perpetrators of
the crimes, it is not possible for a Court of law
to record conviction on mere conjecture and
hypothesis."(38.) In the case of Varkey Joseph
v. State of Kerala, reported in 1993 Suppl. (3)
SCC 745, the Supreme Court has held that
suspicion is not the substitute for proof. There
is a long distance between 'may be true' and
'must be true' and the prosecution has to travel
all the way to prove its case beyond reasonable
doubt.

(39.) In the case of Sujit Biswas v. State of
Assam, reported in (2013)12 SCC 406, the
Supreme Court, while examining the
distinction between 'proof beyond reasonable
doubt' and 'suspicion' has held as under :

"13. Suspicion, however grave it may be,
cannot take the place of proof, and there is a
large difference between something that "may
be" proved, and something that "will be
proved". In a criminal trial, suspicion no
matter how strong, cannot and must not be
permitted to take place of proof. This is for the
reason that the mental distance between "may
be" and "must be" is quite large, and divides
vague conjectures from sure conclusions. In a
criminal case, the court has aduty to ensure
that mere conjectures or suspicion do not take
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the place of legal proof. The large distance
between "may be" true and "must be" true,
must be covered by way of clear, cogent and
unimpeachable evidence produced by the
prosecution, before an accused is condemned
as a convict, and the basic and golden rule
must be applied. In such cases, while keeping
in mind the distance between "may be" true
and "must be" true, the court must maintain the
vital distance between mere conjectures and
sure conclusions to be arrived at, on the
touchstone of dispassionate judicial scrutiny,
based upon a complete and comprehensive
appreciation of all features of the case, as well
as the quality and credibility of the evidence
brought on record. The court must ensure, that
miscarriage of justice is avoided, and if the
facts and circumstances of a case so demand,
then the benefit of doubt must be given to the
accused, keeping in mind that a reasonable
doubt is not an imaginary, trivial or a merely
probable doubt, but a fair doubt that is based
upon reason and common sense."

(41.) One of the fundamental principles of the
criminal jurisprudence undeniably is that the
burden of proof squarely rests on the
prosecution and that the general burden never
shifts. There can be no conviction on the basis
of surmises and conjectures or suspicion
howsoever grave it may be. Strong suspicion,
strong coincidences and grave doubt cannot
take the place of legal proof. The onus of the
prosecution cannot be discharged by referring
to very strong suspicion and existence of
highly suspicious factors to inculpate the
accused nor falsity of defence could take the
place of proof which the prosecution has to
establish in order to succeed, though a false
plea by the defence at best, be considered as an
additional circumstance, if other circumstances
unfailingly point to the guilt.

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(22.) In the cases of rape, the law does not
require corroboration and, therefore, if the
evidence of the prosecutrix is believed, there is
no bar to convict the accused on her testimony
alone. To put it in other words, there is no such
law which requires corroboration before the
statement of the prosecutrix is acted upon.
Indisputably, a prosecutrix is a competent
witness (vide section 118 of the Evidence Act).
She is not an accomplice within the domain of
section 133 of the Evidence Act. Thus, her
statement, as such, does not require a
corroboration within the meaning of section
114-B (114- A) of the Evidence Act which
provides that an accomplice is unworthy of
credit unless she is corroborated in material
particulars. The prosecutrix is a victim like any
other victim of any other offence. Hence, the
same weight is to be attached to her statement
which requires to be attached to the statement
of an injured person. Therefore, if the
statement of the prosecutrix is quite clear and
unequivocal on the point as to who has
ravished her, there is no reason, whatsoever, as
to why the said statement,without any
corroboration from any quarter, whatsoever,
cannot form thebasis of conviction. Thus, her
statement is to be scrutinized like the
statement of any other witness and if there is a
ring of truth about it and if it inspires
confidence, the Courts would be under an
obligation to rely thereupon. However, the
principal question we need to answer is to
what extent we should accept the case of the
prosecutrix having regard to the evidence on
record. If the statement of the prosecutrix
suffers from serious infirmities,
inconsistencies and the overall case put up by
the prosecution does not inspire any
confidence, then it would be very hazardous to
base the conviction solely on the evidence of
the prosecutrix.

In the said case, the prosecutrix who was aged
about 17 years, was the neighbour of the
accused. In her testimony, the prosecutrix set
up the case that the accused had raped her
when no one else was there in the house and
she was raped in the house. She did not give
any complaint either to her parents or to the
police in view of the promise alleged to have
been made by the accused to get married to
her. She became pregnant and while she was
carrying a child of seven months, she
requested the accused to marryher. The
accused declined. Thereafter, a complaint was
lodged after sevenmonths. On such facts, the
Supreme Court noted that no complaint or
grievance was made either to the police or the
parents thereto. The Court held as follows:
.......... In cases where the sole testimony of the
prosecutrix is available, it is very dangerous to
convict the accused, specially when the
prosecutrix could venture to wait for seven
months for filing the FIR for rape. This leaves
the accused totally defenceless. Had the
prosecutrix lodged the complaint soon after the
incident, there would have been some
supporting evidence like the medical report or
any other injury on the body of the prosecutrix
so as to show the sign of rape. If the
prosecutrix has willingly submitted herself to
sexual intercourse and waited for seven
months for filing the FIR it will be very
hazardous to convict on such sole oral
testimony. Moreover, no DNA test was
conducted to find out whether the child was
born out of the said incident of rape and that
the appellant-accused was responsible for the
saidchild. In the face of lack of any other
evidence, it is unsafe to convict the accused."
(28.) In the case of Kaini Rajan v. State of
Kerala, reported in 2013 (9) SCC 113, on
17.9.1997 at about 8.30 a.m. it was alleged the
prosecutrix was raped at a site which was by
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the side of a public road. It was the case of the
prosecutrix that she tried to make hue and cry
but was silenced by the accused by stating that
he would marry her. Even after this incident he
had sexual intercourse on more than one
occasion. The prosecutrix became pregnant,
gave birth to a child and accused did not keep
his promise to marry her. It is thereafter that on
26.7.1998 nearly 10 months after the alleged
rape that a case was registered. The Supreme
Court referred the Vijayan's case (supra), took
note of the place being on the side of a public
road, the aspect of delayed filing of the report
and also the behavior of the parents of the
prosecutrix in not approaching the family
members of the accused for marrying the
prosecutrix and instead lodging the report. The
Court also found that having regard to the site,
if the prosecutrix has made any resistance or
made hue and cry it would have attracted large
number of people from the locality. The appeal
filed by the accused was allowed.

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(24.) This Court in Raju (supra), while
reiterating that the evidence of the prosecutrix
in cases of rape, molestation and other
physical outrages is to be construed to be that
of an injured witness so much so that no
corroboration is necessary, ruled that an
accused must also be protected against the
possibility of false implication. It was
underlined that the testimony of the victim in
such cases, though commands great weight
butthe same, cannot necessarily be universally
and mechanically accepted to be free in all
circumstances from embellishment and
exaggeration. It was ruled that the presumption
of absence of consent of the victim, where
sexual intercourse by the accused is proved as
contemplated in Section 114A of the Evidence
Act, was extremely restricted in its application
compared to the sweep and ambit of the
presumption under Sections 113A and 113B of
the Indian Evidence Act. It was exposited that
insofar as the allegation of rape is concerned,
the evidence of the prosecutrix must be
examined as that of a injured witness whose
presence at the spot is probable but it can
never be presumed that her statement should
always without exception, be taken as gospel
truth. The essence of this verdict which has
stood the test of time proclaims that though
generally the testimony of a victim of rape or
non-consensual physical assault ought to be
accepted as true and unblemished, it would
still be subject to judicial scrutiny lest a casual,
routine and automatic acceptance thereof
results in unwarranted conviction of the person
charged.
