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Para 32. The proposition of law which emerges from the
judgments referred to above is that the onus to rebut
the presumption under Section 139 that the cheque has
been issued in discharge of a debt or liability is on the
accused and the fact that the cheque might be post
dated does not absolve the8 of the Negotiable
Instruments Act.

Para 33. A meaningful reading of the provisions of the
Negotiable Instruments Act including, in particular,
Sections 20, 87 and 139, makes it amply clear that a
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person who signs a cheque and makes it over to the

payee remains liable unless he adduces evidence to
rebut the presumption that the cheque had been issued
for payment of a debt or in discharge of a liability. It is
immaterial that the cheque may have been filled in by

any person other than the drawer, if the cheque is duly

signed by the drawer. If the cheque is otherwise valid,

the penal provisions of Section 138 would be attracted.

Para 34. If a signed blank cheque is voluntarily
presented to a payee, towards some payment, the
payee may filled up the amount and other particulars.
This in itself would not invalidate the cheque. The onus
would still be on the accused to prove that the cheque
was not in discharge of a debt or liability by adducing
evidence.

Para 35. It is not the case of the respondent-accused
that he either signed the cheque or parted with it under
any threat or coercion. Nor is it the case of the
respondent, accused that the unfilled signed cheque
had been stolen. The existence of a fiduciary
relationship between the payee of a cheque and its
drawer, would not disentitle the payee to the benefit of
the presumption under Section 139 of the Negotiable
Instruments Act, in the absence of evidence of exercise
of undue influence or coercion. The second question is
also answered in the negative.

Para 36. Even a blank cheque leaf, voluntarily signed
and handed over by the accused, which is towards
some payment, would attract presumption under
Section 139 of the Negotiable Instruments Act, in the

Applying the said definitions of 'proved' or
'disproved' to principle behind Section 118(a) of the Act,
the Court shall presume a negotiable instrument to be for
consideration unless and until after considering the
matter before it, it either believes that the consideration
does not exist or considers the non-existence of the
consideration so probable that a prudent man ought,
under the circumstances of the particular case, to act

upon the supposition that the consideration does not
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exist. For rebutting such presumption, what is needed is

to raise a probable defence. Even for the said purpose,
the evidence adduced on behalf of the complainant could

be relied upon.

A Division Bench of this Court in Bharat Barrel &
Drum Manufacturing Company v. Amin Chand
Payrelal [(1999) 3 SCC 35] albeit in a civil case laid

down the law in the following terms:

"Upon consideration of various judgments as noted
hereinabove, the position of law which emerges is that
once execution of the promissory note is admitted, the
presumption under Section 118(a) would arise that it
is supported by a consideration. Such a presumption
is rebuttable. The defendant can prove the non-
existence of a consideration by raising a probable
defence. If the defendant is proved to have discharged
the initial onus of proof showing that the existence of
consideration was improbable or doubtful or the same
was illegal, the onus would shift to the plaintiff who
will be obliged to prove it as a matter of fact and upon
its failure to prove would disentitle him to the grant of
relief on the basis of the negotiable instrument. The
burden upon the defendant of proving the non-
existence of the consideration can be either direct or
by bringing on record the preponderance of
probabilities by reference to the circumstances upon
which he relies. In such an event, the plaintiff is

entitled under law to rely upon all the evidence led in
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the case including that of the plaintiff as well. In case,

where the defendant fails to discharge the initial onus
of proof by showing the non-existence of the
consideration, the plaintiff would invariably be held

entitled to the benefit of presumption arising under

Section 118(a) in his favour. The court may not insist
upon the defendant to disprove the existence of
consideration by leading direct evidence as the
existence of negative evidence is neither possible nor
contemplated and even if led, is to be seen with a

doubt"

This Court, therefore, clearly opined that it is not
necessary for the defendant to disprove the existence

of consideration by way of direct evidence.

The standard of proof evidently is pre-ponderance of
probabilities.  Inference of pre-ponderance of
probabilities can be drawn not only from the materials
on records but also by reference to the circumstances

upon which he relies.
