"20. The Deaths and Births register maintained by the statutory
authorities raises a presumption of correctness. Such entries made in
the statutory registers are admissible in evidence in terms of Section 35
of the Indian Evidence Act. It would prevail over an entry made in the
school register, particularly, in absence of any proof that same was
recorded at the instance of the guardian of the respondent. "
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In view of the above discussion so also considering the decision
of the division bench and the learned Single Judge of this court, the
date of birth and the place of birth can be corrected by the concerned
Magistrate of First Class upon proof of correct date of / place of birth
upon an application made before him under section 13 of the
registration of Birth & Death Act, 1969. In other words, for correcting
the date of birth or place of birth or name, when the correction is
sought to be made in school record, governed by the secondary
Education Act, 1972, and the regulation framed there under, after once
the students has left the school, no change can be made in the school
record and for any change to be made after the student left the school,
the same is to be corrected by the concerned Magistrate of First Class
as is the case in the matter on hand.
