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Sri DBBH.,adv has filed advancement
application. Hence, Case is taken on today’s
board.

Sri DBBH.,Advocate, files vakalath for
accused No.2.

Sri DBBH.,adv files A/U/section 72(2) of
BNSS. Heard and allowed. NBW against
accused No.2 is recalled on penalty of
Rs.100/-.

Accused No.2 is present.

Accused No. 2 submits that he has
intending to plead guilty. The substance of
accusation is read over to the accused in the
language known to them. Accused No. 2
pleads guilty for the offence punishable under
Section Sec.87 of K.P. Act. The pleading of
guilt by the accused No. 2 appears to have
been made voluntarily. Considering the nature
of offence and keeping in mind, principle of
criminal  justice and considering the
submission of accused No. 2 this court
proceeds to pass the following:

ORDER

Under the powers conferred upon this
Court under section 275 of B.N.S.S., the
accused No.2 is convicted for the offences
punishable under section under Sec.87 of K.P.
