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hemorrhage is present in right eye, natural orifices; copious thick
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forth filling and nasal and oral cavity. Clothes present over
the body were removed at the time of inquest were also
taken into custody by the investigating officer in an unsealed

manner.
External Injuries:

1. Reddish contusion measuring 2.5 c.m x 1.5 c.m is present
over left side of mid part of neck, 3 c.m above the left

clavicle and 2cm lateral to midline.

2. Multiple reddish crescentic abrasions (5 in numbers)
ranging in dimension from 0.6 cm x 0.1 cm to 0.3 cm x 0.1
cm are present over front of mid part of neck around the

midline.

3. Multiple linear reddish abrasions of varying sizes ranging
from 2cm x 0.1cm to 0.5cm x 0.1cm are present over right

side of upper part of neck, 2cm above the right clavicle.

4. Reddish contusion measuring 1.7cm x 1.2cm is present

over inner aspect of mid above the wrist joint.

5. Reddish grazed scabbed abrasion measuring 3cm x 2.5cm

is present over inner aspect of mid part of right arm.

6. Reddish grazed scabbed abrasion measuring 2.5 cm x 2
cm is present over inner aspect of lower part of right ram,

1cm above the elbow joint.

7. Reddish abrasion measuring .08 cm x .05 cm is present

over right ileac fossa, 6 cm below the umbilicus.
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8. Multiple reddish abrasions of varying size ranging from
0.6 cm x 0.5 cm to 0.3cm x 0.3 cm are present over nape of

neck and upper part of back along the midline.

9. Reddish scabbed abrasion 3cm x 0.5cm is present over

back of left elbow joint.

More detailed Description of disease or injury;

Subcutaneous tissues under the injuries on the neck shows extravasation of
blood in surrounding areas and muscular planes over front and both sides of
neck. Fracture of the left superior horn of thyroid cartilage and left horn of
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hyoid bone are present. Extravasation of blood is present surrounding the
fractures areas an back of esophagus, trachea and larynx.

Time Since Death: about 18-24 hours at the time of commencement of post-
mortem examination. (Without knowing the time and quantity of last ante-
mortem consumption of food, approximate time since death could not be
ascertained based only on postmortem changes)

Specimens collected and sent to forensic science laboratory for examination.
1. Viscera preserved to rule out any poisoning/intoxication.

a) Stomach and its contents, Portion of small intestine with preservative.

b) Pieces of liver, half of each kidney with preservative.

¢) Blood in sodium fluoride.

d) Preservative used: Saturated solution of Sodium chloride.

Note: All the above articles are preserved, initialed, sealed and handed over to
CPC-45 Vasanth K. Investigating officer is instructed to submit samples to
forensic science laboratory for analysis at the earliest.

Provisional Opinion as the the cause of death:

Death is due to asphyxia as a result of throttling and its sequelae which is
sufficient to cause death in ordinary course of nature. All the injuries are ante-
mortem in nature and fresh at the time of death. However, viscera has been
preserved to ruleout any poisoning/Intoxication.
