Examination in Chief by Public Prosecutor:-

| am working as associate professor at
Chikkamagaluru Institute of Medical Science since
20.02.2021.

1) On 24.09.2021 at 10.15 a.m., | received
requisition from Circle Inspector of Police, Basavanahalli
Circle to conduct postmortem examination on deceased
by name K.M.Sudha, female, aged about 53 years,
resident of Gowrikaluve, Chikkamagaluru. Said body
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was identified by WPC 61 Kavitha of Basavanahalli Police

Station.

| conducted examination of dead body from

10.20 a.m to 11.15 a.m on the same day. On

examination, | noticed 20 external injuries as follows:

1.

Lacerated wound measuring 4 c.mx1l cm,
muscle deep was present below right eye, 0.3
cm below the lower eye lid.

. Bluish discoloration was present around both

eye(Black eye)

. Reddish abrasion measuring 2 cm x 2 cm was

present over left side of neck.

. Bluish contusion measuring 6 cm x 5 cm was

present over front and right side of neck.

. Reddish contusion measuring 7 cm x5 cm was

present over right side of back of neck over

trepizius muscle region.

. Avulsed lacerated wound measuring 7 cmx2.5

cm, muscle deep was present over right ear
along the groove on back side of pinna
exposing the underlying temporal bone and

ear canal.
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7. Reddish contused abrasion measuring 13 cm
x13 cm was present over right shoulder girdle
region.

8. Bluish contusion measuring 3 cmx3 cm was
present over left side of upper part of chest 3
cm medial to nipple.

9. Bluish contusions measuring 5 c<mx5cm,
4dcmx4cm and 3cmx2cm were present over
inner aspect of left arm.

10. Reddish contusion measuring 3cm x 3 cm
was present over front of mid part of right
arm,

11. Reddish contusion measuring 2cm X 2cm
was present over back of mid part of left arm.
12. Multiple reddish contusions of varying size
from 3cmx2 cm to 0.5 cmx0.5 cm was present

around back of left elbow joint.

13. Greenish yellow colored patterned
contusion(Bite mark) measuring 5 cmx4 cm
was present over out aspect of mid part of
right arm.
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14. Reddish contusion measuring 18 cmx9 cm
was present over right side of cheek, chin, ear
pinna, back of ear and temporal region.

15. Reddish contused abrasion measuring 4
cm X 3 cm was present over the bridge of nose
with abnormal mobility, bony crepitation and
fracture of nasal bones present.

16. Reddish contusion measuring 11 cm x 7
cm was present over left side of cheek and
temporal region.

17. Reddish contused abrasion measuring 5
cm X 4 cm was present over left side of
forehead.

18. Reddish contusion measuring 6 cm x 5 cm
was present over right wrist joint with
abnormal mobility, swelling and bony
crepitation with fracture dislocation of right
wrist joint was present.

19. Reddish contusion measuring 8 cm x7 cm
was present over both parietal region(vertex).
20. Reddish contusion measuring 5 cm x 4 cm

was present over right side of forehead.
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2) On dissection in skull and vertebral examination,
| noticed presence of extravasation of blood in both
fronto-temparo-parietal region of the scalp, brain was
congested and thick film of subdural haemorrhage was
present over both fronto-temparo-parietal region.
Patchy subrachnoid haemorrhage was present over
cerebrum and cerebellum.

3) On examination of thorax, | noticed the walls
were contused at places, 3™ to 5™ ribs were fractured
along with anterior axillary line. Larynx and trachea
contained froth mixed mucus. Both Ilungs were
congested and edematous. Other internal organs were
intact and pale in nature.

4) On dissection of neck, Subcutaneous tissues
under the neck shows extravasation of blood was seen in
surrounding muscular layers.

5) Rigor mortis was developed all over the body and
as such the time since death was 12-18 hours prior to
the postmortem examination. | have collected blood of
the deceased in sodium fluoride and blood in gauze
piece for cross matching. Now | see said gauze piece
and my signature is found on the label affixed on it and
the same is marked as MO.5 and signature of the
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witness is marked as MO.5(a). (The article now marked
as MO.5 was in sealed condition with FSL seal and the
same is opened in the presence of accused, his counsel
and Public Prosecutor in the open court today.)
6) | have collected the following cloths, which were

present over the dead body.

1. Blue coloured blood stained gown.

2. Blue coloured inner gown.

3. Dark blue coloured blood stained petticoat.

4. Lavender coloured bra.

5. Black thread that was present over neck.

7) | have packed said articles and handed over the
same to the investigating officer in sealed manner and
affixed my signature along with the seal of our hospital
on the slip affixed on said articles but due to
typographical mistake, it is mentioned in the report that
said articles were handed over to the investigating
officer in unsealed manner. | can identify the said cloths
if shown. Now | see blue coloured blood stained gown
and the same is already marked as MO.1. The signature
of the witness on the slip affixed on MO.1 is marked as
MO.1(a).
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8) Now | see and identify blue coloured inner gown,
dark blue coloured blood stained petticoat, lavender
coloured bra and black thread. and the same are now
marked as MO.6 to MO.9. My signature and seal of our
hospital is present on slip affixed on said articles. The
signatures of the witness on the slips affixed on MO.6 to
MO.9 are marked as MO.6(a) to MO.9(a) respectively.

9) On the basis of examination | am of the opinion
that death was due to cerebral hemorrhage as a result of
injury sustained to head and face consequent upon blunt
heavy force impact. All the injuries were antemortem in
nature. All the injuries were fresh in duration except
injury No.8 and 9, which were 1 to 3 days old and injury
No.13, which was 5 to 7 days old. The injuries on the
head and face were individually and collectively can
cause death in ordinary course of nature. In the said
regard | issued postmortem examination report on the
same day i.e., on 24.09.2021. Now | see postmortem
examination report and it bears my signatures on each
page. Said report is marked as Ex.P19 and the
signatures of the witness is marked as Ex.P19(a) to
19(e).
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10) Later on 27.10.2021, the investigating officer
submitted requisition and sought for my final opinion
regarding the manner of injuries caused to the deceased
by posing two questions. Now | see said requisition and
it bears my signature. Said requisition is marked as
Ex.P20 and the signature of the witness is marked as
Ex.P20(a).

11) On the same day | issued my opinion to the
effect that the injury noted on the dead body of the
deceased could be possible in the manner suggested in
the requisition submitted by the investigating officer and
those injuries can cause death in ordinary course of
nature. Now | see said final opinion and it bears my
signature. Said opinion is marked as Ex.P21 and the
signature of the witness is marked as Ex.P21(a). | can
identify the dead body on which | conducted autopsy in
the photographs if shown to me. Witness identifies the
dead body in photographs as per Ex.P7 to Ex.P10 as the
one on which he conducted autopsy.
