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Case is called out, Accused No.2 is
present. Charge-sheet papers are
furnished. Accused No.2 submits that
he wants to plead quilty. The
consequences of admitting the
offences are explained to the accused
No.2 . After knowing its consequences
they agreed to plead quilty. The
substance of plea is recorded and the
same is read over and explained to
accused No.2 in Kannada language.
Accused pleaded quilty. Accordingly,
the accused No.2 is convicted U/s 252
of Cr.P.C. for the offences punishable
U/s 180 of IMV ACT.

The accused No.2 is sentenced to
pay a fine of Rs.1000/- for the offence
punishable U/s 180 of IMV ACT. In
default S.I. for 15 days.

The accused No.2 submits that he

will remit the entire fine amount.

Office is directed to receive the
fine amount. Accordingly case against
accused No.2 is closed.
