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. Oblique cut throat injury measuring 13cm X 3 cm vertebral
Column deep extending from 3cm below right mastoid
process to middle of neck 4 cm below chin with tailing
present at the medial end, underlying muscles vessels and
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nerves clean cut, trachea cut between 2" and 3™ tracheal

rings.

. Incised wound measuring 5cm X 1 cm X Muscle deep
present on the right side back of neck, directed below

upwards with tailing towards the left side of the wound.

. Obliquely placed incised wound measuring 6cm X 1cmX
muscle deep present over the left side back of neck along
posterior hair line, directed from left to midline, above
downwards with bevelling of upper margin extending from

2.5cm below left ear to midline.

. Horizontally placed abrasions measuring 5cm X 1.5cm

present on the back of right shoulder.

. Horizontally placed abrasion measuring 2.2 cm X 1cm on the
upper part of inner border of right shoulder blade on he
upper back.

. An obligue spindle shaped stab wound measuring 7cm X 1.5
cm X peritoneal cavity deep present on the left side of front
of lower chest wall, directed from lateral to medial, above
down wards and underlying 7 and 8 ribs fractured, left dome
of diaphragm pierced entering the peritoneal cavity and
penetrating anterior wall of stomach along greater

curvature.
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On dissection following injuries are found as under :-

scalp and skull intact membranes intact, brain oedematous
and pale, chest wall described along with injury number 6,
pleura described along with injury number 6, larynx and
trachea described along with injury number 1, lungs-pale all
other internal organs unremarkable, stomach described
along with injury number 6, all injury mentioned above are
Antemortem in nature, abrations red in colour, clothes and
articles are handed over concerned police in sealed manner,
blood and viscera send for Chemical analysis, on receiving
the RFSL report in my opinion death was due to shock and
haemorrhage consequent to cut throat injury i.e., injury
sustained to the neck accordingly | issued PM report. PM is
marked as Ex.P-17 and signature of the witness marked as
Ex.P-17(a). RFSL Viscera report is marked as Ex.P-18.
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
