prays that this court may pleased to
permit him to enter the compromise on
behalf of her minor children i.e., 4 th
and 5 th defendant as her natural
guardian in this case. Heard and
allowed. The Parties agreed to
compromise the case. Both the parties
and counsels filed joint compromise
petition U/Sec. 20 of Karnataka Legal
Services Authorities Act along with xerox
copied of Adhar cards. The terms of
compromise read over to them before
Lok Adalat and admitted by the parties.
The compromise entered between the
parties is voluntary, without force,
coercion, undue influence and
misrepresentation. The identification of
the parties is verified by their Adhar
cards.
