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The case 1is advanced and put
up on the advance application
filed by accused along with xerox
copy of Aadhaar Card of the
accused through PC-889 of
Harohalli PS.

Accused No.5 is present.
Heard.



The PSIT of Harohalli Police
Station has filed final report
against the accused for the offences
punishable U/Secs.4(1l), 4(la) and 21
of MM(DR) Act and Sec.379 IPC.

In the case of Vivek and another
Vs. the State of Karnataka
(Crl.Petition No.6279/17 dated 15-9-
2017), the Hon'ble High Court of
Karnataka held at guidelines 2 and 4
that (a) the police cannot file a
final report under Sec.173 of Cr.P.C
for the offences under the MMDR Act
and KMMC Rules either to the
jurisdictional JMFC Court or to the
Special Court. However, they can file
the report for the offences under the
IPC or any other penal law for the
time being in force Dbefore the
jurisdictional Magistrate and (b) a
private complaint is only
contemplated under the MMDR Act and
KMMC Rules and thus it has to be
filed U/Sec.22 of the Act by the
competent authorized officer under
the MMDR Act and KMMC Rules.

In view of the above ruling, it is
clear that the police have no power
under MMDR Act to file final report
for the offences there wunder. But
they can file it for offences
punishable under IPC or other laws.



The accused No.l, 3, 5 to 8 are
discharged from the offences
punishable U/secs. 4(1l), 4(1-A) and
21 of MMDR Act.

Therefore, it 1is necessary to
proceed to frame charge for offence
punishable U/Sec.379 IPC against the
accused.
