        This case coming on this day for hearing, the court passed 
the following:-

   O R D E R

This is a case arose on a final report submitted by the Sub
Inspector, Nooranadu Police Station  in Cr. No.1183/2025 alleging
commission of offences punishable U/ss.75, 64, 64(2)(m), 332(b)
and 351(2)  of BNS.

2.   The prosecution case, in brief, is that, with intention to
achieve  sexual  gratification,  after  giving  false  promise that  he
would  marry  the  defacto  complainant,   on  18.05.2023,  the
accused pressed her bosom  while she was traveling along with
him in his car bearing Registration Number KL 31 K 8229 and on
15.08.2023 at 6.00 pm, the accused trespassed into the bedroom
of  the  defacto  complainant  in  Devasadanam  House  in
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Peroorkarazhma Muri in Thamarakkulam Village and committed
rape  on  her.  Thereafter,  the  accused  gratified  his  lust  on  the
victim several times till 25.09.2025. Hence the offences.

3.  Upon taking cognizance, the case was taken on file. The
accused  was  arrested  and  produced   before  the  court  on
11.11.2025 and was released on bail on 29-11-2025. Copies of all
relevant prosecution records were furnished to him.

4.  After perusing the prosecution records, it appears that
the offence alleged against the accused is exclusively triable by a
Court  of  Session,  and  hence  the  case  against  the  accused  is
committed to the Hon'ble Court of Sessions, Alappuzha, as per
section 232 (a) of  Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita  (BNSS),
2023.

5.   The  case  records  shall  be  forwarded  to  the  Hon'ble
Sessions  Court,  Alappuzha  and  the  property  produced  if  any,
shall  be  send  subject  to  Rule  77(2)  of  the  Criminal  Rules  of
Practice,  Kerala, as and when called for.

6. Notify the committal  of  the case to the learned Public
Prosecutor, Alappuzha, as per section 232 (d) of BNSS.
