                                                    J U D G M E N T

1. The accused is facing trial for the offence punishable under S. 27 (b)

of the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985 (NDPS Act).

The final report was filed by the Sub Inspector of Police, Koyilandy Police

Station.

2. The prosecution case, in brief, is that at 9.30 pm on 09.08.2025, the

accused was found smoking ganja beedi in a public place at Arangadath.

Hence, the accused is alleged to have committed the aforesaid offence.

3. The accused was produced today. Copies of the relevant prosecution

records were furnished to him. The accused stated that he wishes to plead

guilty. Hence, particulars of the offences were read over and explained to
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the accused. He was cautioned as to the punishment to be imposed if he

pleads guilty. In spite of that,  he insisted that he wishes to plead guilty.

The accused pleaded guilty to the offence punishable under S. 27 (b) of

NDPS Act. 

4. I  am  satisfied  that  the  plea  is  made  voluntarily  knowing  the

consequences thereof. Hence plea is accepted.  The accused is found guilty

of the offence punishable under S. 27(b) of NDPS Act and he is convicted

under S. 275 BNSS.  He is  not  entitled to the benevolent  provisions of

Probation of Offenders Act.

5. Considering the facts and circumstances of the case,  I am of the

opinion that a lenient view may be taken with respect to the sentence to

be  imposed.  Hence,  the  accused  is  sentenced  to  undergo  simple

imprisonment for a period of two days for the offence punishable under S.

27 (b) of NDPS Act.  Property shall be disposed of in accordance with law.
