This case coming on for today's proceedings, the Court passed the following:

O R D E R

1. This case is taken on file upon a final report filed by the Sub Inspector of Police,

Kottarakkara Police Station in Crime No.2338/2025 against the accused alleging

offence punishable under sections  333, 351(2) and 110  of  the Bharatiya

Nyaya Sanhita, 2023.

2. The  prosecution  case  is  as  follows  :-  On  06.10.2025  at  09.00  hours  in  the

Chempakath house owned by de facto complainant in Avannoor in Neduvathur

Village,  the accused due to rejection of  his marriage proposal  by the de facto

complainant's  sister  had  committed  certain  unlawful  acts.  The  accused  by

criminally trespassing into the hall room of the house of de facto complainant had

criminally intimidated the mother of  de facto complainant.  When the de facto
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complainant opposed the same, the accused, with the intention and preparation to

cause bodily injury to the de facto complainant, had taken out dangerous weapon

knife from his pocket and had stabbed on the left hand muscle of the de facto

complainant. The accused also attempted to stab on the abdomen of the de facto

complainant which he had blocked with his left hand causing injury on the side of

the abdomen. Had the de facto complainant not blocked the attempt to stab on his

abdomen by the accused, the act of the accused might have caused the death of

the  de  facto  complainant.  The  accused  thereby  is  alleged  to  have  committed

offences under  Sections 333, 351(2) and 110 of  the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita,

2023.

3. The accused was on bail in the crime stage.  Counsel for the accused filed memo

stating that the accused was on bail in the crime stage and is continuing in the

same bail bond.  Permission was accorded to the accused to continue on the same

bail bond executed during the crime stage.  On appearance of the accused, copies

of all relevant prosecution records were furnished to him under section 230 of

BNSS.

4. The  offence  alleged  against  the accused  is exclusively  triable  by  the  Hon'ble

Court of Session.  Hence, this case is committed to the Hon'ble Court of Session,

Kollam under section 232 of BNSS for trial.

5. Transmit  the  case  records  forthwith  to  the  Hon'ble  Court  of  Session  and

properties, if any, as and when required. Committal of the case shall be intimated

to  the  Public  Prosecutor,  Kollam.   Accused  is  directed  to  appear  before  the

Hon'ble Court of Session, Kollam as and when so directed by the said Court.
