This application coming on the 29th   November, 2025 day for final hearing before

me in the presence of the Addl. Public Prosecutor for the complainant and having stood

over for consideration till this day, the court passed the following:-

O R D E R

This is an application filed by the accused from jail. The accused contends that

he  may  be  released  on  a  self-bond.  He was  granted  bail  as  per  order  in  Crl.M.C

No.1551/2025 dated 06.11.2025

2. The learned Public Prosecutor, on the other hand, has strongly opposed the

application. The petitioner is arrayed as an accused alleging the commission of offences

punishable  under  Sections  115(2),  126(2),  118(1)  &  118(2),  and  103(1)  of  the

Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS).

3. The prosecution case, in brief, is that on 20 June 2025, the accused committed

the murder of one Shiva by intentionally attacking him on the head for the reason that

Shiva had slept at night in the place where the accused also used to sleep at the bus

stop.

4. It must be remembered that the accused is also arrayed as an accused in SC

No. 782/2024. He committed the present offence after he was released on bail in that

case on executing a self-bond. Both offences are of a similar nature.

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5. Further, since the present case involves the offence of murder, there is every

possibility that the accused may abscond if he is granted bail. Therefore, I am of the

view that the submission of the accused that he may be released on self-bond cannot be

accepted, as there exists a real possibility of his absconding again.

6. In view of the aforesaid reasons, this bail application stands dismissed.

In the result, the bail application is dismissed.
