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Section 269 Negligent act likely to spread infection of

disease dangerous to life.

Whoever unlawfully or negligently does any act which is, and
which he knows or has reason to believe to be, likely to spread the
infection of any disease dangerous to life, shall be punished with
imprisonment of either description for a term which may extend to
six months, or with fine, or with both.

Section 270 Malignant act likely to spread infection of
disease dangerous to life

Whoever malignantly does any act which is, and which he knows or
has reason to believe to be, likely to spread the infection of any
disease dangerous to life, shall be punished with imprisonment of
either description for a term which may extend to two years, or with

fine, or with both.

Section 188 Disobedience to order duly promulgated by

public servant

Whoever, knowing that, by an order promulgated by a
public servant lawfully empowered to promulgate such order, he is
directed to abstain from a certain act, or to take certain order with
certain property in his possession or under his management disobeys
such direction, shall, if such disobedience causes or tends to cause
obstruction, annoyance or injury, or risk of obstruction, annoyance or
injury, to any persons lawfully employed, be punished with simple
imprisonment for a term which may extend to one month or with fine
which may extend to two hundred rupees, or with both; And if such

disobedience causes or tends to cause danger to human life, health or
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safety, or causes or tends to cause a riot or affray, shall be punished
with imprisonment of either description for a term which may extend

to six months, or.”

Section 3 of epidemic disease Act.

(1) Any person disobeying any regulation or order made under this
Act shall be deemed to have committed an offence punishable under

section 188 of the Indian Penal Code (45 of 1860).

(2) Whoever,—(i)commits or abets the commission of an act of
violence against a healthcare service personnel; or(ii)abets or causes
damage or loss to any property, shall be punished with imprisonment
for a term which shall not be less than three months, but which may
extend to five years, and with fine, which shall not be less than fifty

thousand rupees, but which may extend to two lakh rupees.

(3) Whoever, while committing an act of violence against a
healthcare service personnel, causes grievous hurt as defined in
section 320 of the Indian Penal Code to such person, shall be punished
with imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than six months,
but which may extend to seven years and with fine, which shall not be

less than one lakh rupees, but which may extend to five lakh rupees.”

Section 51(b) in The Disaster Management Act, 2005

(a)obstructs any officer or employee of the Central Government or the
State Government, or a person authorised by the National Authority or
State Authority or District Authority in the discharge of his functions
under this Act; or(b)refuses to comply with any direction given by or
on behalf of the Central Government or the State Government or the

National Executive Committee or the State Executive Committee or

the District Authority under this Act, shall on conviction be punishable
with imprisonment for a term which may extend to one year or with
fine, or with both, and if such obstruction or refusal to comply with
directions results in loss of lives or imminent danger thereof, shall on
conviction be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may

extend to two years.

Section 11 of The Maharashtra Covid-19 Regulation, 2020.

These regulations may be called ‘The Maharashtra
Covid-19 Regulations, 2020.

No person/institution/organization will use any print or
electronic or social media for dissemination of any information
regarding Covid-19 without ascertaining the facts and prior clearance
of the Commissioner, Health Services, Director of Health Services
(DHS-I & 1II), Director, Medical Education & Research (DMER), or
Collector as the case may be. This is necessary to avoid spread of any
unauthenticated information and/or rumors regarding Covid-19. If any
person/institution/organization is found indulging in such activity, it

will be treated as a punishable offence under these Regulations.

“Section 135 makes it an offense to disobey or fail to
comply with orders, directions, or notifications issued by the State

Government or a police officer under Section 37 of the Act.”

“The offense is considered cognizable if the conditions
set by the law are met, allowing a police officer to arrest without a
warrant and start prosecution. If these conditions are not met, it

becomes a non-cognizable offense.”

In this case, the Court was dealing with an FIR u/s 188
against the petitioner for having allegedly disobeyed the Police

Commissioner’s orders contained in a notification claimed to
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have been published in the newspaper. The Court, while
quashing the proceedings against the petitioner, was pleased to

hold as under:

“ The stand of the police is that the requisite knowledge
must be attributed to the accused because the Police
Commissioner’s order was published in some newspapers and
handbills, etc. This in our view would not meet the requirement,
because a number of events may be reported in newspapers
but that would not attribute or convey knowledge of such events

to all readers...”

...We accordingly hold that the petitioner could not be
attributed knowledge of the Commissioner’s order contained in
the notification and therefore the impugned FIR could not be

said to make out any offence against him under Sec. 188, IPC.”
