5] Despite issuance of  paper publication, nobody has turned up

before  this  Court  and  contested  this  application.  The  receipt  of  paper

publication dated 11/10/2025 (Chandrapur Samachar) is at  Exh.16. The

contents of affidavit at Exh.09 have remained uncontroverted. There is no

reason disbelieve the version of applicant no.1 on oath. Therefore, having

perused the affidavit and connected documents with meticulous care, I am
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satisfied  that  applicant  no.1  Nirmala  Tularam  Rangari,  applicant  no.2

Sumit  Tularam  Rangari,  applicant  no.3  Amit  Tularam  Rangari  and

applicant no.4 Sheetal Ajay  Shegokar are class-1 legal heirs of deceased

Tularam Janglu Rangari.  All  the procedural  requirements are complied

with and I find no justifiable reason to reject the application. In the result,

I pass the following order.
