By this application plaintiff has requested for granting

status quo in respect of one of the suit land bearing Gat No.3/Aa, area
adm. 7 Acre 42 R situated at village Ambewadi, Tq. Nilanga, Dist. Latur,
on the grounds stated in the application. Perused application and
documents on record. Heard learned advocate for plaintiff at length.
Record shows that plaintiff has filed this suit for partition, separate
possession and declaration. It is the contention of the plaintiff that both
the suit lands are ancestral properties and she has undivided share in it.
The 7/12 extract of suit land bearing Gat No.3/Aa filed by plaintiff at
list below Exh.4/27 clearly shows that the said land is standing in the
name of defendant Nos.3 to 6. Had it been ancestral property then this
suit land ought to have been standing in the name of her ancestor. Apart
from this, at this juncture there is no material which would satisfy this
Court that defendant Nos.3 to 6 are trying to alienate the suit land. In
short, the apprehension of plaintiff seems to be groundless and I find no
reason to pass blanket order of status quo. More particularly, when the
status of suit land is unknown. Hence, I pass following order:-

ORDER
1. Application is rejected.
