Examination-in-Chief by A.PP. Shri. P S. Patil :
01. I am qualified as B.A.M.S. On 08/12/2024 1 was

attached to Primary Health Center, Revdanda as a Medical Officer.
On that day at about 8:45 p.m. I was on my duty. At that time the
patients namely Suny Subhash Gole, aged about 21 years came to
the hospital. He was brought by the relatives and he had injury on
his head. He narrated me the history of assault by known person.

On that day I examined him and found following injury :

Laceration over head size 4x5 c¢m linear.

02. He narrated me that he was assaulted by glass bottle on
his head. The nature of injury was simple. It was caused within 12
hours. The patient was given treatment of suturing the wound and

he was discharged after giving the medicines.

03. Suny Gole was accompanied by Jyoti Subhash Gole,
aged 35 years. She was also assaulted. She was having abrasion
injury over right side of elbow size 2 x 3 cm. It was fresh and was

simple in nature.

04. I have also examined Sushma Gole, aged about 30

years. She had abrasion over right hand thumb. The injury was

simple in nature.

05. Subhash Gole, Vijay Babasaheb Gole also came to the
hospital, but they were not having any injury. The police had taken
the injury certificates from the hospital. Accordingly, I issued injury
certificates. The injury certificates now showed to me are the same.
Its contents are true and correct and it bears my signature. The five
injury certificates are marked as Exh. 30 to 34. If the person is hit
by glass bottle, the bottle may break. The injuries caused to Suny
Gole are possible by Material Object-1 (M.O.-1) broken glass

bottle.
Examination-in-Chief over.

Cross-Examination for accused by Adv. Shri. Gaurav Patil :

06. It is true to say that if the person is hit by glass bottle
on his head then the pieces of the glass may be found in the injury.
It is true to say that I have not mentioned in the injury certificate
regarding any pieces of glass in the injury. It is true to say that the
incised wound is possible if the person is assaulted by glass bottle.
It is true to say that the patient was not having incised injury. It
may be possible that if the person is hit by glass bottle and if the
bottle breaks then the other injuries of cut by glass pieces on the
body of the patient is possible. It is not true to say that if there are
no other injury on the body of the person then the lacerated

wound on the body of the person is doubtful.

07. It is true to say that if the person is hit by unbroken

glass bottle then the impact will be of blunt injury. It is not true to
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say that if there is a blunt trauma to a person then the impact will
of blunt injury only. It is true to say that the patients had not
narrated me the name of the accused. It is true to say that I have
mentioned that the injury is caused by glass bottle as per the say of
the injured Suny Gole. It is true to say that I have not mentioned
anything in remark column. It is not true to say that I have not
written anything in remark column because I was not knowing
how the injury is caused. It is not true to say that the injury is

possible if the person falls down on rough surface.

08. As per the medical certificate I have examined the
patient on 08/12/2024. The injury certificates are written
personally by me. It is not true to say that on the same day of
examination of the patient the injury certificate has to be filled by
us. It is not true to say that as per the say of police we fill the

medical certificate.

09. It is not true to say that I have not written date and
time of examination in injury certificate of patient Suny Gole. It is
true to say that in injury certificate Exh. 30 date and time of
examination is blank. In injury certificate Exh. 30 to 34 I don’t
know who had written indification mark. It is true to say that it is
necessary to mention indification mark on injury certificate. It is
true to say that the patient’s thumb impression or signature is not
taken on injury certificate. Witness volunteers that it is taken on
MLC register. It is true to say that below indification mark the

signatures are taken on 10/12/2024.
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10. It is true to say that I have not mentioned in the injury
certificate that the patient Suny Gole was given sutures. It is true
to say that if the injury is fresh then there is active bleeding. It is
true to say that if the injury is old about 1 to 3 hours then the
clotting starts. It is true to say that after 6 to 12 hours there is dry
clotting. It is true to say that after 12 to 18 hours the clotting is
dark brown and black colour. It is true to say that I have mentioned
injury within 12 hours. It is not true to say that the injury caused

to Suny Gole may be before 12 hours.

11. It is true to say that the injury caused to Jyoti may be
possible due to fall on rough surface. It is not true to say that the
injury caused to Sushma may be possible while working in home or
in farm. It is not true to say that I have not examined any patient.

It is not true to say that I am deposing false on the say of police.
