The  proceeding  will  have  to  be
disposed of in view of the provisions as contained in section 256 of the
Code of Criminal Procedure. In view of the above discussion, I pass the
following order-

     ORDER
1) The  case  is  disposed  of  under  section  256  of  the  Criminal  

Procedure Code. 

2) The accused is hereby acquitted from the offence punishable under

Section 138 of the Negotiable Instrument Act vide under Section 

256 of Code of Criminal Procedure.

3) The bail bonds if any, stands cancelled and surety is discharged.
