Exmaination in chief by Ld. APP Shri Y.S. Channe -

I was working as a Medical Officer in Rural Hospital Wai
from 6™ November, 2022 till 28" January 2023. I am educated upto
M.B.B.S. On 18™ November, 2022, the patient namely Sachin Sattu
Kamble came to me with police yadi for his medical examination. I have
brought the MLC register, today. The patient was having history of
assault by known person at Nagzari, Post Dhom, Taluka Wai on 17"
November, 2022 at 2.00 pm by spade. The patient was examined under
MLC No. 757/2022. The paitent was accompanied with his relative. The
patient was having scar mark on his forehead between both the
eyebrows. Having examined the patient, I found following injury on his

person :-

“Contusion over right forearms, due to blunt trauma, size — 5 cm
x 2 cm, object — hard and blunt, age — within 12 hours, nature —

grievous.”



2. The patient was initially referred for orthopedic
examination in respect of the injury. Thereafter, I had gone through the
x-ray and came to know that the injury was grievous in nature, as there
was compound fracture in right ulna bone. The patient was treated as
an Out Patient Department (OPD). After examination, I jotted down the
injuries in the MLC register first. Thereafter, I issued injury certificate. It
is now shown to me. It bears my signature alongwith seal and stamp of

the hospital, The contents therein are true and correct. It is at Exh.33.

3. The sphead can be termed as a hard and blunt object. The
inury mentioned in the certificate (Exh.33) is possible, if someone
assaults somebody by means of sphead. Now, I am shown Article-E, it is
the sphead. The injury in the certificate is possible by its means. On
20.11.2022, Police Head Constable Pawar sent me a letter for the
examination of Article-E. Now, I am shown a carbon copy of said letter.
It is already at Exh.30. It bears my signature and stamp as receipant. I
gave my opinion on the said letter on the same day. Now, I am shown it.
It bears my name, signature and stamp. The contents therein are true

and correct. It is at Exh.34.

Examination in chief is over.

Cross examination by Adv. M.Y. Shinde for the accused :-
4. I am engaged in medical services since last three to four
years. Now, I am shown the certificate (Exh.33). It is true to say that the

time of examination of the patient is not mentioned therein. It is true to

say that the certtificate does not consist of the details regarding date of



alleged assault. Geneally, there are mainly two types of fracture injuries.
They can be classified as simple and compound. It is not necessary that
the compound fracture is always open fracture. It is true to say that in
case of bone fracture, the bone gets ruptured. It is true to say that in
case of bone fracture, there is possibility of infection. It is not true to say
that in every compound fracture, it is to be operated. Witness volunteers
that it depends upon the facts of each case and on the basis of
suggesion of orthopedic surgeon. It is true to say that I am unable to
opine about it as I am not an Orthopedic Surgeon. It is true to say that I

have not brought x-ray report, today.

5. It is true to say that, if someone defends himself by his both
hands from the assult by means of sphead, his both hands will be
injured. It is true to say that the patient was not having injuries on his
both hands. It is true to say that the fracture injury is not visible. It is
true to say that if someone fells down from his bullock-cart on any hard
and blunt object, the injury mentioned in the certificate (Exh.33) is
possible. I cannot recollect as to whether the sphead was sent for its
examination alongwith letter (Exh.30). It is true to say that the letter
(Exh.30) does not consist any details regarding the sending of sphead
alongwith it. It is true to say that there is no mention in my opinion
(Exh.34) that I gave it after examination of the spade. It is true to say
that I have given that opinion without examination of the spade

(Article-E).

6. It is not true to say that the patient did not state any history
of alleged assault on 17.11.2022 at 2.00 p.m. by means of spade. It is
not true to say that I am deposing falsely that the injury mentioned in
the certificate (Exh.32) is possible by means of spade (Article-E). It is

true to say that there alteration in the “date” in Exh.30 and Exh.33. It is



true to say that I am cannot say the exact time of injury as it is not

mentioned in the certificate (Exh.33).
