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Details of Amendment
1. After Para XXIII Add as “XXIV. The plaintiffs submit that the defendants 1
and 2 have illegally put up wire fence over the Item 1 of the suit properties along
with their land on 22.12.2023 just before the Commissioner’s visit. The defendants
1 and 2 have no Right, Title or Possession over Item 1 of the suit properties. The
Court Commissioner has mentioned the erection of wire fence in his report. The
defendants 1 and 2 are bound and liable to remove the wire fence illegally erected
over the 1* Plaintiff’s land along with their land, during the pendency of the suit.
The act of the defendants 1 and 2 is highly illegal and malafide one. Unless the
wire fence illegally erected by defendants 1 and 2 over the 1% Plaintiff’s land (Item
1 of the suit properties) is removed by a Decree of Mandatory Injunction, the 1*
plaintiff will be put to irreparable loss and injury. Hence, the 1* plaintiff is seeking
relief of Mandatory Injunction for removal of newly erected wire fence by the

defendants 1 and 2 over the item 1 of the suit properties.”

2. In 2" line of Para XXV of the plaint, to delete “Rs.25,045/-" and substitute as
“26,045/- and delete “Rs.752/-" and substitute as “Rs.782/-”

3. In details of valuation in Para XXV of the plaint, after the existing value for the
relief of declaration in (e), to add as

“(f) Value for the relief of Mandatory Injunction for removal of wire fence illegally
put up by the defendants 1 and 2 over the Item 1 of the suit properties is Rs.1.000/-
Court fees paid under section 27(c) of the TNCF Act is Rs.30/-”

4. In total value of the suit and total court fees paid mentioned in details of
valuation in para XXV of the plaint, to delete “Rs.25,045/-” and substitute as
“Rs.26,045/- and to delete “Rs.752/-” and substitute as “Rs.782/-.

5. In prayer portions in Para XXVT of the plaint, after the existing prayer ¢) to add
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as “f) Directing the defendants 1 and 2 to remove the wire fence illegally put up

over the Item 1 of the suit properties by a Decree of Mandatory Injunction”.
