These petitions are coming for hearing before me on this day in the presence of
Thiru.Raja.Selvakumar, Advocate for the Petitioner in Crl.M.P.N0.669/2026 and of
Thiru.V.Sankar, Advocate for the Intervener in Crl.M.P.N0.720/2026 and of Public

Prosecutor for the Respondent and this Court made the following

ORDER

This Petition is filed U/s.482 of BNSS, for seeking Anticipatory Bail.
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The Learned Counsel for the Petitioner/Accused contended that the
Petitioner/Accused has been charged U/S.420 of IPC by the Respondent/Police for
the alleged occurrence took place on 01.03.2023.

The Learned Counsel for the Petitioner/Accused has contended that the
Petitioner/Accused is an innocent and no way connected with the offence and he has
been falsely implicated in this case and he has not committed any offence as
alleged in the FIR. He further stated that he cheated the de-facto complainant and
others to the tune of Rs.3,75,000/-. He is ready to deposit the amount and also like to
compromise the matter. But the de-facto complainant did not come forward to settle
the amount. Hence, prays to allow the petition.

The Learned Public Prosecutor has contended as per FIR, there is specific
overtact against him and the investigation has not yet completed and hence, he has
serious objection to release the Petitioner/Accused on anticipatory bail.

The defacto complainant filed an intervener petition in Crl.M.P.N0.720/2026
and permitted.

The Intervener/defacto complainant in his affidavit stated as follows:
