This petition is filed by Advocate Thiru A. Paul Raj, u/s 483 of
BNSS, praying to grant bail to the petitioner.
ORDER

Heard both side. Perused the petition.

2. The petitioner/accused is alleged to have committed the
offence u/s 296(b) and 110 of BNS.

3. The case of prosecution is that on 17.02.2026 at about
10.45 P.M., the accused abused the defacto complainant in filthy words and
pushed the defacto complainant and he fell down on the passage and he

sustained injuries all over his body. Hence the charge.
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4. The learned counsel for the petitioner submitted that the
petitioner is innocent and he has not committed any offence as alleged by
the prosecution and he has been falsely implicated in this case and the
petitioner is under judicial custody from 18.02.2026 and the investigation is
almost over and the petitioner is ready to abide by any condition and prayed
for bail to the petitioner.

5. The learned Public Prosecutor opposed the application
and submitted that the petitioner and the victim were working in the private
firm in Nagercoil. On 17.02.2026, the petitioner, victim and two other staff
members consumed liquor together and there was a wordy quarrel arose
between the victim and the petitioner and then the petitioner came to office
and the victim also came to the office. At that time, the wordy quarrel arose
between them and there was a push and pull. Their office situated in the 1*
floor of the building. At that time, the petitioner pushed down the victim
from the 1* floor of the building and so he sustained severe head injury and
he was admitted in the Government Hospital, Asaripallam immediately and
then he was shifted to the private hospital for treatment and the petitioner
was arrested on 19.02.2026 and the injured is still in hospital and the
investigation is not yet over and he has serious objection to grant bail to the

petitioner and the petition may be dismissed.
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6. Considering the gruesome and grievous nature of the
offences alleged to have been committed by the petitioner/accused and also
considering the argument of the learned Public Prosecutor that the injured is
still in hospital and also considering the fact that the FIR has been
registered only on 19.02.2026 and the investigation of the case is in the
initial stage and the injured is still in hospital, this court is not inclined to
grant bail to the petitioner/Accused at this stage. As such, the present
petition deserves to be dismissed.

7. In the result, this petition is dismissed.
