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“Audi alteram partem is a Latin phrase meaning ‘listen to the other
side’, or “let the other side be heard as well”. It is the principle that no
person should be judged without a fair hearing in which each party is

given the opportunity to respond to the evidence against them.”
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OBJECTIONS AS TO ADMISSIBILITY OF EVIDENCE

Comment: In this court laid down a prudent system of dealing with
objections as to admissibility of exhibits. It said that ordinarily if there
is an objection - the court shall receive the disputed evidence along
with a record of objection, and place it tentatively as an exhibit, later

at the time of judgment the objection.
