ORDER

Heard the petitioner and the learned Assistant Public Prosecutor. Records 

perused.

The  petitioner/Accused  No.2  has  filed  this  petition  seeking  bail  in

connection with Crime No. 64 of 2024 registered by Uthukuli Police Station for

the offences under Sections 454, 457 and 380 IPC.

The case of the prosecution is that during the intervening period between

10.02.2024 and 13.02.2024, the accused persons committed house breaking and



theft in the house of the defacto complainant and stole gold jewels and other

articles. The petitioner was arrested and remanded to judicial custody.

The  learned  Assistant  Public  Prosecutor  strongly  opposed  the  bail

application. It is seen from the records that the petitioner is involved in several

other similar cases of theft and house breaking. The records further disclose that

the petitioner was previously granted bail,  but he failed to appear before the

Court, resulting in issuance of warrant and his subsequent arrest .

Further,  as  seen  from  the  objection  filed  by  the  prosecution,  multiple

criminal antecedents are attributed to the petitioner and there is a likelihood of

the petitioner absconding and not cooperating with the trial, if released on bail .

The  case  is  also at  the  stage  of  trial  and only  a  few witnesses  remain  to be

examined.

Considering the nature of allegations, the antecedents of the petitioner, his

previous conduct in not complying with bail conditions and the possibility of

absconding,  this  Court is  of  the view that the petitioner is  not entitled to be

released on bail at this stage.

In the result, this petition is dismissed.
