This suit i1s coming for final hearing on 02.04.2026 before me in the
presence of Thiru: S.R. Ayyappan, Learned Counsel for the Plaintiff and
Thiru: V. Stalin, Learned Counsel for the Defendant, upon hearing the arguments
of both side and upon perusing the relevant records and having stood over till
this day for consideration, this Court delivered the following . . .

JUDGMENT

1. Prayer: -
This Original Suit is filed for the relief of recovery of money of Rs.10,00,000/-,

the date of promissory note to 30.05.2023, the date of filing of the suit, Rs.100/- per
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Re.1/- 1s calculated as Rs.1,05,534/- and hence the total amount 1s Rs.11,05,534/-

along with future interest of 6% p.a., for Principal amount from the date of filing of the
suit till realization and for costs.

2. The Brief averments of the plaint filed by the plaintiff is follows: -

On 03.05.2023, defendant had received loan of Rs.10,00,000/- from the
plaintift and had executed a promissory note with 1% interest per month and
promised to repay it within few months but did not pay any amount. On
02.09.2024, plaintiff issued Advocate Notice to the defendant, which the
defendant received on 01.03.2024 and sent a reply dated 23.03.2024 with false
averments. It is false to state that unfilled blank cheque and promissory note
were received from the defendant and it has been misused for this case. The
defendant is liable to pay the suit claimed amount Rs.11,00,000/- and with 6%
interest on the principal amount Rs.10,00,000/- from date of the suit to date of
realization, costs of the suit and such other reliefs as this court deems fit and
proper in the circumstances of the case.

3. The brief averments in the written statement filed by the defendant

is as follows: -

The suit is not maintainable. The plain averments are not true. The
defendant has sent a reply notice dated 23.03.2024. During the year 2017,
Rs.15,00,000/- and during August 2019, Rs.20,00,000/- totaling to
Rs.35,00,000/- was received as loan by defendant from the plaintiff. At that

time, unfilled the Promissory Note and Cheque signed by him and his wife and
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property deeds were taken by the plaintiff, which has been misused now.
Through bank transaction, the above said amount has been prepaid. No
consideration for this Promissory Note. Plaintiff has to prove his case. The
defendant has got the bank statements for the amount paid. When the documents
are sought for the defendant, after the loan amount was repaid, plaintiff sought
for Rs.7,50,000/- extra interest and threatened to misuse the same if not paid.
Defendant has given a complaint in the Police Station on 22.02.2024. Since the
dispute is of civil nature, they were advised to approach the court. The suit has
to be dismissed with costs of this defendant.

4. Upon the pleadings, this court framed the following issues to decide

the suit as follows: -

1. Whether the suit promissory note date 30.05.2023 as true, valid and as
for consideration?

2. To what reliefs the parties are entitled to?

5. On the side of the plaintiff, plaintifft had examined as P.W.1, One
Soundararajan was examined as P.W.2 and Documents Ex.Al to Ex.A6 were
marked. On the side of the defendant, defendant had been examined as D.W.1,
and no document was marked on defendant side.

7. Issue No.1 :-

7.1. Heard both sides. Perused the relevant records.

7.5. The complaint dated 22.02.2024 not filed as document and marked as
exhibit on Defendant Side. Ex.A1 1s dated 30.05.2023, Ex.A2 is Notice dated
29.02.2024. The Complaint dated 22.02.2024 seems to be an after thought
defence to Ex.A1 Promissory Note. The plaintiff has proved his case by oral and
documentary evidence. The suit Promissory Note dated 30.05.2023 is true, Valid
and is for consideration and Issue No. 1 is answered accordingly.

8. Issue No. 2:

In view of the finding in Issue No.l, the plaintiff is entitled to
Rs.11,05,534/- and for Rs.10,00,000/- with 6% interest from date of plaint to
date of realisation, from the Defendant and Issue No. 2 is answered accordingly.

9. In the result, The suit is decreed with costs. The plaintiff is entitled to
Rs.11,05,534/- and for Rs.10,00,000/- with 6% interest from date of plaint to
date of realisation, from the Defendant.
