court Section 5 of the Limitation Act does not say that such discretion can
be exercised only if the delay is within a certain limit. Length of delay is
no matter, acceptability of the explanation is the only criterion. Sometimes
delay of the shortest range may be uncondonable due to want of
acceptable explanation whereas in certain other cases delay of very long
range can be condoned as the explanation thereof is satisfactory.

They should also be alert and they must understand that
leniency of the court can be availed to a certain extent but not to the extent
of misusing the court process.

258. The length of the delay is a relevant matter which the court
must take into consideration while considering whether the delay should
be condoned or not. From the tenor of the approach of the respondents, it
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appears that they want to fix their own period of limitation for instituting
the proceedings for which law has prescribed a period of limitation. Once
it is held that a party has lost his right to have the matter considered on
merits because of his own inaction for a long, it cannot be presumed to be
non-deliberate delay and in such circumstances of the case, it cannot be
heard to plead that the substantial justice deserves to be preferred as
against the technical considerations. While considering the plea for
condonation of delay, the court must not start with the merits of the main
matter. The court owes a duty to first ascertain the bona fides of the
explanation offered by the party seeking condonation. It is only if the
sufficient cause assigned by the litigant and the opposition of the other
side is equally balanced that the court may bring into aid the merits of the
matter for the purpose of condoning the delay.

263. Limitation periods are prescribed to maintain a sweeping
scope for the lis to attain for finality. More than the importance of judicial
time, what worries us is the plight of a litigant with limited means, who is
to contest against an enormous State, and its elaborate and never-
exhausting paraphernalia. Such litigations deserve to be disposed of at the
very threshold, because, say if a party litigating against the State, for
whatever reason, is unable to contest the condonation of delay in appeal,
unlike the present case, it reopens the lis for another round of litigation,
and leaves such litigant listless yet again. As courts of conscience, it is our
obligation that we assure that a litigant is not sent from pillar to post to
seek justice.
