Today is fixed for production and consideration of charge.

All the 05 accused persons namely, Manash Singh(A1), Rabin Singh(A2), Ranjita Singh @
Manashi(A3), Dulu Singh @ Dulali Singh(A4) and Munni Singh Aghari(AS5) is produced from JC.

Ld. PP is also present.

The record is accordingly taken up for framing of charge.

Heard the submission of Ld. PP as well as the Ld. Counsel for the accused persons.

Having heard both sides and considering the materials in CD and case record it appears to me
that there are sufficient materials against the accused persons for framing charges against A1-A5 for
committing an offence punishable u/s 363/365/120B/302/201/34 of the IPC. Accordingly, the charges
are framed against the accused persons under the aforesaid provisions of the IPC which are written on
a separate prescribed form and kept with the record.

The aforesaid charges are read over and explained to the accused persons in Bengali to which
they pleaded not guilty by saying “Amra Nirdos” and claimed to be tried.

Heard both the sides in order to ascertain if they wish to carry out admission of any document
u/s 294 CrPC. The accused persons refused to carry out any such admission.

Heard both sides regarding fixing the schedule for recording evidence in this case. On
submission of both the sides it appears that the defacto complainant is required to be examined first
and thereafter a schedule should be prepared for recording the evidence of other witnesses.

At this stage the Ld. Defence Counsel files a petition u/s 231(2) CrPC and submits that the
defence wants to deferred the cross-examination of CSW 1, 2, 3, 5, 14,15,16 and 21, until the
examination-in-chief of the said witnesses i1s completed. No objection is taken by Ld. PP. The prayer
is allowed.

Let the cross-examination of CSW 1, 2, 3, 5, 14,15,16 and 21 be deferred till the examination-
in-chief of the said eight witnesses are over.
