Accused Basudeb Banerjee is produced from J/C .

Bail petition moved on behalf of the accused person. 

Heard the learned Special P.P, Hooghly who raised strong objection against the prayer

for bail and submitted that the investigation is in nascent stage and in the meantime,

I.O has already seized bank accounts and mobile phones of both the accused person.

He further submitted that the accused person involved in misappropriation of huge

money which he collected from the intending customers, but did not deposit the same

in the bank accounts of the company. So, considering the nature and gravity of the

offence and early stage of investigation, prayer for bail should be rejected. 

Learned Counsel appearing on behalf  of the accused Basudeb Banerjee submitted

before the court that his client is seriously ill and for his proper treatment he required

to be admitted in any reputed private hospital or in any Govt. Hospital at Kolkata is

very much required. He further submitted that a report has been forwarded by the Jail

authority from which it is evident that the accused petitioner is cardiac patient and his

follow up treatment was advised by the medical officer, Burdwan Medical College

where the accused petitioner was brought for treatment. He also submitted that proper

and necessary treatment of the accused cannot be possible in jail custody. So, the

accused petitioner may be granted interim bail on any condition on medical ground

for the purpose of his treatment.  

I have gone through the materials available in the CD. Instant case was registered on

14.11.2025  against  the  accused  person  on  the  allegation  of  misappropriation  of

money amounting to Rs.77,22,700/- which was collected by the accused person from

the  market  of  behalf  of  the  company  and  misappropriated  the  same for  his  own

benefit. Record further reveals that the accused person was taken into police custody

and during police custody, some relevant documents were seized from his possession

and  custody.  In  order  to  gather  evidence  regarding  involvement  of  each  accused

person and money trail, Investigating Agency should be given sufficient scope and

time  to  bring  the  real  picture  into  surface.  From  the  report  submitted  by  the

Superintendent, Burdwan Central Correctional Home, it is very much clear that the

accused was brought to the Department of Cardiology, Burdwan Medical College and

Hospital  on 17.01.2026 where  Eco-cardiography and ECG were  done at  the  said

hospital and now he is under regular medication and admitted in Correctional Home

Hospital Ward and his next follow up treatment is on 18.02.2026, 20.02.2026 and

21.02.2026 respectively.  The record  further  reveals  that  the  accused is  at  present

hemodynamically stable with medication. 



Considering the above facts and early stage of investigation and also the gravity of

the offence, I am not inclined to enlarge the accused person on bail at this stage. 

Hence, the prayer for bail of the accused person namely Basudeb Banerjee stands

rejected.

Fix 13.02.2026 for production and I.O’s report. 

Superintendent, Burdwan Central Correctional Home, is directed to take all necessary

steps  for  providing better  medical  treatment,  if  required,  to  the  accused Basudeb

Banerjee after consultation with the attending doctor and submit a report on the date

fixed positively. 

Let  a  copy  of  order  be  forwarded  to  the  Superintendent,  Burdwan  Central

Correctional Home, for information and necessary action.
