The application for anticipatory bail U/s.482 of BNSS, filed by the petitioners as named

above is taken up for hearing.

Heard the Ld. lawyer for the accused petitioners and the Ld. P.P., Murshidabad.

Ld. Defence Advocate has submitted that the accused persons have been falsely
implicated in this case and they may be granted anticipatory bail.

It is also submitted by the Ld. Advocate for the petitioners that no such application for
bail on the selfsame cause of action has ever been filed before or rejected by the Hon’ble High
Court, Calcutta, to which, the Ld. P.P. expressed his agreement.

Ld. P.P., Murshidabad has raised strong objection to the prayer for anticipatory bail and
submits that these accused persons are the grandmother and grandfather of the victim girl who
is aged about 03 years and the allegation is that these two accused persons had administered
poison in the sweets given to the little girl, causing her to be admitted in hospital.

Perused the materials in case record and the C.D.

The medical report of the victim girl Nusrat Khatun from Hariharpara BPHC and the
treatment and diet sheet along with Bed Head Ticket and other related documents from
Murshidabad Medical College and Hospital is also perused.

Considering the seriousness of the offence alleged and other materials in C.D., it
appears that this is not a fit case to grant anticipatory bail to the present accused petitioners.

Accordingly, the prayer for anticipatory bail stands rejected.

The Crl. Misc. Case is thus disposed of.
