Considering the nature of allegation made, materials in C.D., statement of the
victim lady U/s.180 of BNSS, in absence of any injury report and also keeping in mind the
period of detention of the accused in custody since 10.03.2026, | am inclined to grant him
bail.

Accordingly, the prayer for bail U/s.483 BNSS stands allowed.

Hence, the above named petitioner, in connection with above noted P.S. case, shall
be released on bail on furnishing bail bond of Rs.5000/- with two sureties of Rs.2,500/-
each, subject to the satisfaction of Ld. Chief Judicial Magistrate, Murshidabad.

The Crl. Misc. case is thus disposed of.
