The matter has been taken up through video conferencing in 

terms of directions vide Circular no.465/RG/DHC/2020 dated 

30.09.2020, Circular no.500/RG/DHC/2020 dated 08.10.2020 and 

Circular No.7974/I/ORG/DHC/2020 dated 28.11.2020. 

O.M.P. (EFA) (COMM.) 6/2016 

Today the matter is listed for conclusion of 

arguments/compilation of report qua garnishee no. 1 to 56 in IA 

no.14553 of 2018 and qua garnishee no. 1 to 10 in EA No.809/2020.  

It is stated by learned counsel for garnishee no.9 RWL Health  
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World Ltd. in EA No.809/2020 that on last date of hearing, 

clarifications were sought from judgment debtor no.19 regarding 

payments made to M/s Oskar Investments. However, clarifications 

were to required to be sought in this regard from judgment debtor 

no.14. Today, it is clarified on behalf of judgment debtor no.14 that 

payments have been received in respect of M/s Oskar Investments.  

It is stated by learned counsel for garnishee no.24 that nothing 

fresh is required to be filed. It is urged that Prime Trust is registered 

in Baba Bakala Punjab, has its office at Beas, it has no property or 

office at Delhi, and therefore does not fall under the territorial 

jurisdiction of this Hon’ble Court. It is further urged that in light of 

this objection, the garnishee no. 24 does not wish to file any further 

documents in this matter. Per contra, learned counsel for decree 

holder submits that objections qua jurisdiction has been taken at the 

highly belated stage.  

Today, arguments have addressed by garnishee no.26. It is 

stated that relevant documents have been filed. It is urged that the 

liability has been discharged. It is further urged that clarifications in 

respect of payment may be taken from judgment debtor no.8, who had 

made the payment qua garnishee no.26. Per contra, learned counsel 

for decree holder submits that no statement of account of the  
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garnishee itself has been filed along with the affidavit and no relevant 

documents, in terms of directions by the Hon’ble Court have been 

filed by garnishee no 26.  

In view of submissions made by learned counsel for garnishee 

no.26, learned counsel for judgment debtor no.8 submits that he will 

take instructions and clarify in this regard on next date.  

At request, reply, if any, of judgment debtor no.19 to the 

response of garnishee no.26 be filed by next date with copy to the 

decree holder as well as to the concerned garnishee.  

It is stated by learned counsel for garnishee no.46 that CIRP 

process has been concluded qua the said garnishee and that resolution 

plan has been filed and approved. It is stated that the amount due to R 

S Infrastructure has been shown in the said resolution plan as the 

amount due to unsecured financial creditors and that an appropriate 

application for discharge of garnishee no.46 will be shortly filed 

alongwith relevant documents including resolution plan.  

Learned counsel is at liberty to take appropriate steps in this 

regard and no further directions are warranted at this stage.    

It is stated by learned counsel for garnishee no.23, 45 & 49 that 

Moratorium is continued qua said garnishees.  

Arguments have been addressed by garnishee no.16. It is stated  
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that the said entity is not a garnishee. Per contra, learned counsel for 

decree holder submits that no documents have been filed by said 

garnishee in support of its submissions.  

Arguments have been addressed on behalf of garnishee no.2 

Best Healthcare Ltd. In EA No.809/2020. It is stated that liability is 

disputed and Rs.75.00 crore is owed, which the said garnishee is not 

in a position to pay. Learned counsel for decree holder submits that 

other than the affidavit, no document has been filed by said garnishee 

in support of his contention.  

It is stated on behalf of Mr. P. K. Chaudhary stated to be ex 

director of garnishee no.55 that due to technical difficulty the leading 

counsel is unable to connect via video conferencing and arguments on 

behalf of Mr. P. K. Chaudhary will be addressed on next date.  

Arguments by any of the remaining garnishee has not been 

addressed and even there is no appearance on behalf of remaining 

garnishees in IA No.14553/2018 and in EA No.809/2020. 

Re-notify the matter for conclusion of arguments on behalf of 

remaining garnishee from no.1 to 56 in IA No.14553/2018(who have 

not addressed arguments till date) and garnishee no.1 to 18 in EA 

No.809/2020 on 11.01.2021 at 12.00 p.m.  
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Copy of the order sheet be sent to garnishee who did not appear 

today, through counsel in IA No.14553/2018,  as well as to garnishee 

no. 1 to 18 in EA no. 809/2020 through email/whatsapp, if said 

contacts are available on record.
