1. Heard the learned Counsel for the parties. 

2. The following substantial question of law arises for consideration.

Q. Whether the Appellate Tribunal committed an error

in law in remanding the matter to MahaRERA on

the premise that  MahaRERA did not consider  the
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effect  and import  of  the  orders  dated 20th March

2023 and 19th July 2023 passed by the MahaRERA

and  the  order  of  the  Supreme  Court  dated  6th

December 2023 and the High Court order dated 2nd

January 2024, when the Appellate Tribunal, in the

circumstances of the case, could have itself decided

the  Appeal  on  merits,  and  the  remand,  in  such

situation, entailed miscarriage of justice?

3. Issue notice to the Respondent returnable on 27th January 2026.  

4.  Mr. Rubin Vakil, the learned Counsel waives service of notice for

the Respondent.

5. In the light of the limited nature of the controversy, the parties

are put to notice that an endeavour would be made to hear and decide

the Appeal finally.

6. The  Appellant  shall  file  private  paper-book  consisting  of  the

pleadings, evidence and documents within a period of three weeks.
