1. The Petitioner has filed this Writ Petition challenging the
provisions of Sections 2(17) and 2(24)(b)(v) of the Maharashtra
Value Added Tax Act, 2002, as amended by Section 2(ii) of the
Maharashtra Value Added Tax (Amendment and Validation) Act
2024 on the ground that the same is ultra-vires the Constitution of
India as the same contravenes Article 246(3) and Article 265 read
with Entry 54 of the State List II of the Seventh schedule as well as
Article 366(29A) of the Constitution.
