1. The  above  Writ  Petition  is  filed  seeking  an  appropriate  relief 

directing the Respondents to remove the Meter cabin, with 22 meters, from 

the  Wall  of  the  room premises,  being  Room Ground plus  1st Floor,  Patel 

Compound, Sahar Road, Near Nehal Provisional Store, Church Pakhadi, Vile 

Parle (East), Mumbai 400 099.
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2. After we have heard the Writ Petition for some time, we are not 

inclined  to  entertain  the  Writ  Petition.   The  Petitioner  cannot  get  the 

aforesaid relief  especially  considering that  she seeks removal  of  meters  of 

other parties,  who are not present before the Court.

3. When we pointed this out to the learned Advocate appearing on 

behalf of the Petitioner, she submitted that loose wires were hanging from the 

Meter cabin and the same could cause a serious accident.  In answer to this 

argument,  the  learned  Advocate  appearing  on  behalf  of  the  Distribution 

Licensee/Respondent  No.2  stated  that  Notices  have  been  issued  to  the 

consumers that the Meter cabin has been inspected and that it needs to be 

rewired.  Accordingly,  the  consumers  are  called  to  visit  the  office  of 

Respondent No.2 immediately to enable Respondent No.2 to carry out the 

necessary work.  The said Notice has also stated that if they fail to visit the 

office and neglect the aforesaid intimation, their supply would be liable to be 

disconnected under Section 53 of the Electricity Act, 2003.

4. The  learned  counsel  appearing  on  behalf  of  Adani  Electricity 

(Respondent No.2) stated that, in the event the consumers do not comply 

with the Notices issued to them, then Respondent No. 2 would then proceed 

to disconnect the electricity  supply.
