under them to restrain from directly or indirectly in any
manner, selling, transferring or creating third party rights
in respect fo all their assets and properties, being (but not
limited to): all fixed assets, properties, flats, shops, units,
galas, garages, land etc. owned by the Respondents and/or
their family members or wherein the Respondents have
any interest in, either directly or indirectly and ; Movable
properties including but not limited to the particulars of
all the Bank accounts held by the Respondents and/or
their family members all the demat accounts held by the
Respondents and/or their sister concerns, all investments
in shares, securities, bonds, mutual funds, debentures,
provident fund, Private Portfolio Management funds,
made by the Respondents and/or their family members /
sister concerns till the payment and/or actual realization
fo the decretal amount in the favour of the Applicants.”

3. Let copy of this order be served upon the Respondents and an

appropriate affidavit of service be filed in this regard.

4. It is observed that the Commercial Execution Application is on
lodging number. Let objections be removed and registered number be
obtained within a period of three weeks, failing which the Commercial
Execution Application and consequential Interim Application to stand

dismissed without further reference to the Court.
