1 Heard Mr. Upadhyay, the learned counsel for the applicant.

2 Issue notice to respondents returnable on 24.6.2026.

3. The learned APP waives notice for respondent State.

4 Mr. Upadhyay, the learned counsel for the applicant submits

that the applicant is the student of Amity University doing his LL.B. and
appearing for examination of 6™ Semester, which is scheduled to be from
13™ May, 2026 onwards.

5. The applicant is implicated in the present crime only on the
basis of the statement of co-accused. The applicant is deliberately shown
as ‘Jolly”, whereas, the applicant’s name is “Tushar Singh”. The quantity
of contraband seized is not a commercial quantity. The applicant is not
having any criminal antecedents and is ready to abide by any conditions
that may be imposed by this Court. Hence, the applicant may be
protected.

6. Taking into consideration the fact that the contraband seized

is not of the commercial quantity and the mark sheets and other
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documents placed on record (which are marked as “X” for identification)
to substantiate that the applicant is a LL.B. Student, appearing for
examination, I am inclined to protect the applicant, however, on certain
conditions, till the investigation papers are seen. Hence, the following
order :-
ORDER
[[] In the event of arrest of the applicant, in connection
with Crime No. 45 of 2026, registered with Kranti Chowk
Police Station, District Chhatrapati Sambhaji Nagar, for the
offences punishable under Sections 8-C, 20(B)(II)A and 29
of the N.D.PS.Act, the applicant Tushar Rajeev Singh, be
released on bail on furnishing PR Bond in the sum of Rs.
1,00,000/-, with one or more sureties in the like amount, on
the following conditions :-
[i]  The applicant shall attend the concerned police station
and report to the Investigating Officer on every Sunday
starting from 10™ May, 2026, between 11.00 a.m. to 1.00
p.m. until further orders and shall cooperate with the
investigation.
[ii] The applicant shall not tamper with the prosecution
evidence.
[iii] The applicant shall submit his Passport, Aadhar and
Pan card to the Investigating Officer alongwith mobile
numbers and addresses of two of his near relatives.

[iv] Stand over to 24th June, 2026.
