This petition has been filed seeking to
condone the delay of 34 days in filing the
Civil Miscellaneous Appeal.

2. Ms.Ramya  V.Rao, learned
counsel, who takes notice on behalf of the
respondents, stated that she has no objection
to this petition being allowed and for the
matter to be referred to the Lok Adalat to
explore the possibilities of amicable
settlement.
